We want to discuss what is going on in their city and how we can best support them.  I told them about the missed funding opportunity and told them that we will support them in getting projects ready so they can take advantage of these funding opportunities. GRANT OPPORTUNITIES
REAP Grants
Resource Enhancement and Protection (REAP) is a State of Iowa program that invests in, as its name implies, the enhancement and protection of the state's natural and cultural resources. Iowa is blessed with a diverse array of natural and cultural resources, and REAP is likewise diverse and far reaching.
REAP provides money for projects in the form of grants. A summary of grant opportunities are listed below.  Please view the links for more information.

City Parks and Open Space
This money is available to cities through competitive grants. Parkland expansion and multi-purpose recreation developments are typical projects funded under this REAP program. The DNR administers the city grant program. Get more information about City Parks and Open Space grants. Deadline August 15, 2023

County Conservation
This money is available to counties, only if they are dedicating at least 22¢ per $1,000 of the assessed value of taxable property in the county for county conservation purposes, through competitive grants. This money is available to counties for land easements or acquisition, capital improvements, stabilization and protection of resources, and environmental education, etc.  The DNR administers the county conservation grant program. Get more information about County Conservation grants. – Deadline August 15, 2023

Private/Public Open Space Acquisition
This money is available for cost-share land acquisitions with private organizations. The cost-share arrangement entails 75% of the acquisition costs coming from REAP and the other 25% coming from private contributions. The DNR owns and manages the property that is jointly purchased. The DNR administers the private/public open space acquisition program. Get more information about Private/Public Open Space grants. – Deadline August 15, 2023

Conservation Education Program (CEP)
This money is available to grantees for programs that teach people of all ages about their environment and how to make intelligent, informed decisions about its well-being. $350,000 is available for this program.  The DNR administers the conservation education program. Get more information about CEP grants. – Deadline May 15, 2023

Historical Resource Development Program
Grants are available to private individuals and businesses, as well as to non-profit organizations and agencies of Certified Local Governments. Grants under this program support a wide variety of projects that fall under three basic categories: (1) historic preservation; (2) library and archives; and (3) museums. This program has proven to be very popular throughout Iowa and truly demonstrates the diversity of REAP.  The State Historical Society in the Department of Cultural Affairs administers this program. Get more information about Historical grants. – Deadline May 01, 2023 – applicants are now encouraged to prepare for the 2024 round of funding.

Roadside Vegetation
This money is available for state, county, and city management of roadside vegetation. The establishment of attractive gateways into cities is also becoming a popular use for this money. Demonstration and research projects are typically funded under this program in an effort to learn and share news approaches to vegetation management. The purchase of specialized equipment and seed to carry out management practices is also a part of this program. The Department of Transportation administers this program. Get more information about Roadside Vegetation grants.  Deadline – June 01 every year. 

Soil and Water Enhancement
These funds are available to landowners for soil and water conservation and enhancement projects and practices. Project money is directed towards protecting the state's surface and ground water resources from point and non-point sources of contamination. Practices money is directed towards reforestation, woodland protection and enhancement, wildlife habitat preservation and enhancement, protection of highly erodible soils, and water quality protection. The Division of Soil Conservation in the Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship administers this program. Get more information about Soil and Water Enhancement grants. – more info available at the Soil Conservation District Offices

Derelict Building Grant Program

THE DERELICT BUILDING GRANT PROGRAM works with small communities and rural counties to help improve the attractiveness and appearance of their towns by providing financial assistance to address derelict commercial and public buildings. Each project must have a landfill diversion component through the recycling and reuse of materials. The program is funded by the DNR’s Solid Waste Alternatives Program. GETTING STARTED A community’s building is eligible for the program if it falls into the following criteria: • Any county or municipal government with a population of less than 5,000. • Any commercial or public building that a local government has ownership of or intent to own. • An applicant may partner with a local non-profit organization on a project. TYPES OF ASSISTANCE & FUNDING OPTIONS It is important to remember that costs incurred prior to an executed agreement are not eligible for funding and awarded amounts may not equal funding requests
ASSISTANCE TYPE REIMBURSEMENT MAX. COST CERTIFIED ACM INSPECTION: Certified asbestos inspectors will investigate derelict structures to determine the presence, prevalence and condition of asbestos. 100 percent —
 REMOVAL AND DISPOSAL OF ACM: Certified asbestos removal contractors will properly remove, manage and dispose of ACM. A 50 percent cost share is required for costs exceeding $10,000. 100 percent $10,000 max
STRUCTURAL ENGINEERING ANALYSIS: Licensed structural engineers will inspect derelict structures to assess the overall structural condition of the building. 100 percent $1,500 max
 PHASE I ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT: Review of known environmental records and land use information about the site and vicinity. Applicant is responsible for all costs exceeding $3,000. 100 percent $3,000 max
PHASE II ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT: Actual soil, groundwater, and structural materials’ sampling to confirm or deny if contamination is present. The need for this assessment is driven by the results of the Phase I Assessment. Applicant is responsible for costs exceeding $5,000. 50 percent $2,500 max
BUILDING DECONSTRUCTION: Dismantling of structures with the purpose of maximizing recycling and reuse of materials to minimize landfill disposal. All deconstruction projects must achieve a minimum landfill diversion rate of 30 percent of the structure by weight. 50 percent $50,000 max
BUILDING RENOVATION: Restoration or removal of materials for reuse, either at the site or off site, or for recycling; Roof repair or replacement; Building stabilization; Tuck-pointing of exterior walls. 50 percent $50,000 max

Note 2023 deadline is past.  Cities should plan and be ready for the 2024 deadlines - -typically in February. 

CATALYST GRANT PROGRAM
PROGRAM DEFINITION Through the Community Catalyst Building Remediation Program, the Iowa Economic Development Authority (IEDA) will provide grants to communities for the redevelopment, rehabilitation or deconstruction of buildings to stimulate economic growth or reinvestment in the community. Strong applications will show the potential of catalytic economic growth in the community; improve appearances and safety; make use of underutilized property, exhibit appropriate design standards; and be well-funded. Economic growth may include the creation of additional jobs, growth of new or existing businesses, development of new housing units, increase property values or potential population growth. PROGRAM DETAILS · Funding based on annual availability · Maximum grant: $100,000 · 40% of funds will be awarded to cities with populations under 1,500 · A mandatory pre-application process will precede the official grant application · Applications are by invitation only, after approved pre-application · City must be the applicant and provide financial and/or in-kind resources · Funds available for the rehabilitation of one commercial building per community or two buildings with same ownership that are adjacent · Deconstruction is allowed in dire situations or for safety reasons
Note max award is $100,000 and total project should exceed $200,000.  City participation is required although it does not have to be the full $100,000.  
Applications are no longer accepted for the 2023 grant rounds; however, cities are encouraged to identify projects and have them ready for the 2024 pre-app process which starts in the late fall. 
CDBG – Community Facilities & Services
Meeting the Needs of Growing Communities
This annual competitive program assists projects such as day care facilities, senior centers, vocational workshops and other community services such as storm water projects.
The program is funded through the federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG). The goal of this program is to provide economic opportunities for people, especially those of low- and moderate income.
Maximum funding requests are based on community population:
· Less than 300 and unincorporated areas may request up to $1,000 per capita
· Less than 1,000 may request up to $300,000
· Between 1,000 and 2,500 may request up to $500,000
· Between 2,500 and 15,000 may request up to $600,000
· Greater than 15,000 may request up to $800,000

CDBG – Downtown Revitalization Fund
Assisting Projects that Revitalize Downtown Areas
Community leaders can use this program to rehabilitate blighted downtown buildings.

The program is funded through the federal Community Development Block Grant program. The goal of this program is to provide economic opportunities for people, especially those of low- and moderate income.
Who Qualifies?
The project must meet the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development’s Slum and Blight National Objective
· To meet this objective, the application must document the extent or seriousness of deterioration in the area to be assisted, showing a clear adverse effect on the well-being of the area or community and illustrating that the proposed activity will alleviate or eliminate the conditions causing the deterioration.
· A comprehensive building survey as well as a city resolution is necessary to meet this national objective
· Applications are accepted annually, typically in the spring. Visit iowagrants.gov for application instructions and how to apply for funds. 

CDBG – Housing Rehabilitation – Upper Story Housing – 
Who Qualifies?
· Projects must primarily benefit low- and moderate income persons (per the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development definition)
· Non-entitlement cities and counties are eligible applicants.
· Upper story housing applications are due in November.  Visit iowagrants.gov for application instructions and how to apply for funds. 

CDBG – Water and Sewer fund
Improving Water and Wastewater Services
Funds awarded through this annual competitive program assist cities and counties with projects such as sanitary sewer system improvements, water system improvements, water and wastewater treatment facility projects, storm sewer projects related to sanitary sewer system improvements and rural water connections.
The program is funded through the federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG). The goal of this program is to provide economic opportunities for people, especially those of low- and moderate income.
Maximum funding requests are based on community population:
· Less than 300 and unincorporated areas request up to $1,000 per capita
· Less than 1,000 request up to $300,000
· Between 1,000 and 2,500 request up to $500,000
· Between 2,500 and 15,000 request up to $600,000
· Greater than 15,000 request up to $800,000
· Applications are accepted and reviewed quarterly.  Deadlines are Jan 01, April 01, July 01 and October 01.  Visit iowagrants.gov for application instructions and how to apply for funds. 

Workforce Housing Tax Credit. 
Assisting Construction or Rehabilitation of Housing in Communities with Workforce Housing Needs
This program provides tax benefits to developers to provide housing in Iowa communities, focusing especially on those projects using abandoned, empty or dilapidated properties.
A Small Cities set aside for this program is available to eligible projects within the 88-least populous counties in Iowa. 
· Total program benefits limited to $1 million per project
· Tax incentives include a refund of sales, service or use taxes paid during construction
· Developers may receive a state investment tax credit of up to 10% of the investment directly related to the construction or rehabilitation of the housing. Developers qualifying under the Small Cities set aside may receive an investment tax credit of up to 20% of the investment directly related to the construction or rehabilitation of the housing. The state investment tax credit is fully transferable.
· Federal, state or local grants, tax credits, forgivable loans or other assistance not requiring repayment cannot be included for the purposes of calculating new investment 
· Tax credit is based on the new investment used for the first $150,000 of value for each home or unit
· Tax credit is earned when the home or unit is certified for occupancy and can be carried forward for up to five additional years or until depleted, whichever occurs first
Who Qualifies?
Projects must meet one of four criteria:
· Housing development located on a grayfield or brownfield site
· Repair or rehabilitation of dilapidated housing stock
· Upper story housing development
· New construction in a greenfield (only communities or a project qualifying under the Small Cities set aside)
· Developer must build or rehabilitate at least four single-family homes or at least one multi-family building containing three or more units or at least two upper story units
· This program has a per unit cost cap to ensure units created under the program are workforce housing
For FY 2024, project costs may not exceed the following per unit cost caps:

Federal and State Recreational Trails – SRT ProgramPurpose-The state recreational trails program (SRT) provides funds to establish recreational trails throughout Iowa for the use, enjoyment and participation of the public. The program is restricted to the acquisition, construction or improvement of recreational trails open for public use or trails which will be dedicated public use upon completion.Who can apply? A state or local government agency, a municipal corporation, a county or a nonprofit organization is eligible to apply for and receive funds from the recreational trails program.  A private business or developer is not eligible to apply directly for funds from the recreational trails program
FRT Program
Purpose-The Federal Recreational Trails program (FRT) provides grant funding for trails and trail-related projects. Funds are intended for recreational trails. They may not be used to improve roads for general passenger vehicle use or to provide shoulders or sidewalks along roads.
Permitted Uses- Maintenance and restoration of existing trails; Development and rehabilitation of trailside and trailhead facilities and trail linkages; Purchase and lease of trail construction and maintenance equipment; Construction of new trails (with restrictions for new trails on Federal lands; Acquisition of easements or property for trails; Operation of educational programs to promote safety and environmental protection related to trails (limited to 5 percent of a state’s funds).
Who can apply? A federal, state and/or local government agency, private individuals and organizations (if co-sponsored by a government agency) are eligible to apply as well.

Total nonfarm employment decreased slightly in March (-100), lowering the total number of jobs to 59,900. Private services were responsible for the loss. Retail trade shed 100 jobs within the trade and transportation super-sector. Firms involved in goods production and government showed little change compared to February.
Annually, the Dubuque Metro is up 100 jobs. Goods producing industries have added 500 jobs but have been matched by losses of 500 in private service industries. Government is up 100 jobs thanks to hiring at the local government level.
Waterloo/Cedar Falls
Total nonfarm employment in the Waterloo/Cedar Falls metropolitan statistical area was unchanged from February. Employment gains in goods-producing sectors were offset by employment declines in service-providing sectors. Trade, transportation and warehousing pared 300 jobs, and financial activities and government each trimmed 100 jobs. 
Over the year the area added 1,500 jobs (+1.7%), aided by jobs increases in several sectors. The employment increase was led by a gain of 400 in manufacturing, with educational and health services (+200), leisure and hospitality (+300) and government (+100) contributing to the increase. The exceptions were professional and business services, financial activities and trade, transportation and warehousing which trimmed 100 jobs each.

Group envisions rehabbing Andrew Jail into  rental lodge | Local News | bellevueheraldleader.com]Andrew Jail and old Fire Dept Building – there have been several inquiries about what funding may be available for these two buildings in Andrew.   At one time, Andrew was the county seat for Jackson County.  The jail was also the County Courthouse.  In fact, it is the oldest standing courthouse in the state of Iowa.  It was originally built in 1871. The courthouse moved to Maquoketa in 1873 and then this building was primarily used as a jail until 1896.  In 1978 this building was listed on the National Register of Historic Places. The condition of the building has greatly deteriorated over the last several years.  In an effort to preserve this beautiful piece of history, there is a local initiative to raise funds and save the building.  It would be eligible for an Emergency Catalyst grant of $100,000 if the total renovation project exceeds at least $200,000, there are multiple funding partners and the future use of the building would transition into something that would serve as a catalyst for economic development and would be privately owned and put back on the tax rolls.  The possibilities are endless for anyone interested in working with the City to preserve this building. More to discussions to follow. 
FYI – The Derelict Grant is not available because this building is on the National Historic Registry. 
JCEA forwarded information for consideration from the Andrew City Council.  We have not heard back on the next steps.  We also reached out to a few potential private investors but so far, we haven’t received any interest.  More to follow.  This has such potential. 
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The retired Fire Dept building sits just adjacent to the old jail and is now empty after the fire dept constructed a new building.  Tentative plans are to potentially convert this building into a Community Center.  Again, funding is needed.  Options may include a CDBG Public Facilities grant however there is a local match of at least 25% needed as well as other conditions that go along with the Federal Grant requirements.  More discussions to follow.  
There is a prospective client interested in the purchase of the building.  He will present at the May 09, Andrew City Council meeting. 
DAYCARE -  RURAL CHILD CARE MARKET STUDY GRANT – 
The city of Bellevue and Bellevue Community Schools originally brought this to our attention as they had a desire to pursue this grant.  They had been discussing options with a qualified vendor who could partner as the one who would conduct the study.  The timeframe was very short for the submittal of the grant and there was very limited funding available so it would be a competitive grant.  I sent the information out to all city management staff and Mayors; however, there was limited interest.  I contacted the State about the possibility of another round of grants so we could come better prepared.  Although nothing is definite until the next round of funds are approved, they anticipate another application window in the Summer.   In follow discussions with other cities, there is more of an interest.  The following data supports our concerns that affordable childcare is an essential piece in reversing the trend of population loss in Jackson County. 
Save the Children and Save the Children Action Network (SCAN) commissioned a poll of rural and small town voters from the bipartisan research team of New Bridge Strategy (R) and Hart Research (D). The study found that rural voters nationally are facing many challenges, including concerns about feeding their families and affordability of quality child care, which are having profound and personal impacts on them and people they know. Additionally, the study found strong bipartisan support for a number of policy remedies to address these challenges, including policies that increase government funding.
Rural Voters Have Been Hit Hard by Inflation
Rural voters deem inflation to be the greatest challenge facing rural families. In an open-ended question about the biggest problems facing families in rural areas, respondents are most apt to volunteer gas prices and inflation. When asked about specific problems in their area, 68% say children not having enough to eat is a serious problem.
Rural Voters Are Struggling to Feed Their Families
Similarly, 6 in 10 rural voters are worried they might not be able to afford enough food to feed themselves and their families over the next year. 63% of all rural voters say they are worried, with nearly a quarter saying they are “very worried.” Among parents, the proportion jumps to 77% who say they are worried they might not be able to afford enough food to feed their family.
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Rural Voters Say Access to Affordable, Quality Child Care Has Gotten Worse Since the Pandemic
Rural Americans believe that access to affordable, quality child care and early childhood education is increasingly out-of-reach for many families. In multiple questions, rural voters tell us that “care for your children” is lacking in their community, costs too much, and that access to quality, affordable care has gotten worse in the last few years since the pandemic.
· 55% say the availability of high-quality and affordable child care has gotten worse since the pandemic, while 31 % say it has gotten better or stayed the same and 13 % are unsure.
· A majority say there are only some or very few high quality, affordable early education programs in their area; 20% say all or most are high-quality and affordable, 26 % say half are, 32 % say some and 22% say very few.
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Rural Voters Across the Political Spectrum Support Government Action to Address the Twin Crises of Hunger and Lack of Quality, Affordable Child Care
Rural voters are overwhelmingly supportive of policy solutions for hunger. Of the proposals we tested, all of them received support from nearly 4 in 5 rural voters. In fact, more than 7 in 10 Republican voters support every policy proposal to address hunger, with even greater levels of support from Independents and Democrats. 
[image: Hunger and child care results]
Rural voters see child care as important for strengthening the economy. Rural voters know the importance of high-quality, affordable child care to the economy, and this cuts across party lines. Overall, 70% of rural voters say it is essential or very important to strengthening the economy and helping workers with an additional 25% saying it is somewhat important. The percentage of voters who say it is essential or very important is 68% among Republicans, 64% among Independents, and 78% among Democrats.
Regardless of party, rural voters are supportive of every public policy proposal we shared with them to help address the shortage of affordable quality child care and early childhood education. Each of the proposals we tested (below) receives support from more than seven-in-ten Republican voters with even higher levels of support from Independents and Democrats. This is particularly impressive given that three of the four proposal mention using government funding specifically to address the problem.

JCEA Accountability – 
As  part of our agreement between JCEA and the city of Maquoketa, JCEA is required to account for the value expended in the Urban Renewal Area of Maquoketa.   It was an interesting exercise and resulted in some other action steps as well.  As I was going through and looking at the various required areas in the agreement: responding to inquiries, being a liaison between the City and prospects, Synchronist visits, establishing a confidential data base of businesses, being an advocate for the school system, finding and being involved in grant funding, Parks  to People or Grant Wood Loop, assisting in the Urban Renewal program, having an office in Maquoketa and then I added general city support.  As I was reviewing meetings, emails, estimating costs, etc., the thought occurred to me that I should try to do this for all our investors.  But from a practical standpoint, I cannot.  Our investors include several banks, businesses, industries, utilities, cities, the County and the chambers.   Part of the reason we came up with new goals was to be able to show quantifiable results.  Not all results can be shown in the form of data and statistics, but most can.  That being said, it can be argued that everything we do for any one, any inquiry, and question answered, any partnership established,  and email answered, etc serves to  have a positive impact on all of us.   The value to one becomes a value to another.  And, that goes for the actions of all of our investors and all those we support who aren’t investors.   Any positive action by any of us is an investment in Jackson County regardless of who it may directly benefit.

 Individual acceptance is the key to change. Individual excellence is the key to success. Don’t we all want to feel accepted, valued and that we are the very best versions of ourselves?  I challenge you to find your individual excellence and encourage it in others. Let’s bring about the best in ourselves, and the best in each other. What does JCEA do? We bring about the best in ourselves, the best in each other and the best in Jackson County.  
Manufacturing Month – October, 2022  This year’s manufacturing month saw a small but mighty group of students and manufacturing participants from Maquoketa, Bellevue, and Preston between October 11th and October 19th. This year we partnered with Collins Aerospace in Bellevue, Plastics Unlimited in Preston, and Husco International, Precision Metalworks, and the Maquoketa Company in Maquoketa. We received great positive feedback from our counselors and each of our manufacturers, as well as some constructive suggestions for how to make following years more accessible and promote greater participation. We will aim to better advertise the month as an opportunity for people of Jackson County to familiarize themselves with the many wonderful manufacturing employers our communities host, and we will better utilize the media resources we have to instigate participation in tours, for students as well as teaching staff and the general public.
Career/Hiring Fair 2023 –   The date has been set; March 30th from 1:00 to 5:30.  The costs are the same as last year: $50 for in-county and $100 for out-of-county.  In addition, we are asking the schools to consider sending younger students as well as employers who may or may not have an immediate need of additional employees but want to market themselves and plant the seeds for the many reasons to stay in Jackson County.    
2022-  JCEA in partnership with the Maquoketa Chamber of Commerce, Eastern Iowa Community College and Iowa Workforce Development hosted a Fair on April 28, 2022, at Pearson Hall at the Jackson County Fairgrounds.  The Fair ran from 1:30 p.m. – 6:00 p.m. 1:30 – 3:00 was designated for high school students and 3:00 - -6:00 was open to anyone interested in the employment opportunities in Jackson County.  The cost was $50 for businesses in Jackson County and $100 for those who are outside Jackson County.  
28 businesses initially signed up and 27 businesses were in attendance. 30 students attended from Bellevue, Easton, and Maquoketa schools.  35-40 other people were in attendance.   5 surveys were completed reflecting that they had interest and thought the fair was informative and worth their time. 
2023 – Career Fair.  25 businesses signed up and 24 were in attendance.  About 56 students attended from Bellevue, Marquette,  Easton and Maquoketa Schools.  30 people attended the open public portion of the event.  All in all the businesses commented that there was more student interest and participation.  The feedback we received was very positive and that the event was a success. 
Iowa Initiative for Sustainable Communities (IISC):  IISC has agreed to accept the Maquoketa Green Space Project.  They will engineer the development of the site.   Ben has worked on some potential concepts along with Danny who was the original designer of the space and constructed the Gables (the wooden sculpture) on the site.  
1. The University of Iowa’s IISC program started Wednesday January 25, 2023 with the City, Maquoketa Betterment Corp, and the JCEA meeting via Zoom with the engineering students that would be leading a project on the Green Space. The students laid out their initial impressions of the project ask, and it was concluded with an appointment for them to visit Maquoketa in-person on January 28th to conduct a simple land survey. Our Maquoketa stakeholders had the chance to share and clarify their interests and expectations for the project, preparing them for their first few weeks diving headlong into Maquoketa’s community. Bi-weekly meetings with the students begin shortly, and in a few weeks the IISC will have their project scope and timeline established for approval by the city of Maquoketa.
The IISC students presented their final presentation after months of meetings with the Green Space Committee.  The project was presented in three phases that featured the stage, landscaping, a restroom, storage and concession stand building along with rooftop seating on the building.   

IISC students also presented the E Maple Workforce & Affordable Housing project and the Stewart Farms Subdivisions.

Once the semester has concluded, the completed projects will be available online. 

1. Preston water/sewer mapping:  Preston is currently reviewing the maps.  Adam Skibbe will be finishing the last bit that the students didn’t get done over the next few weeks.  He will provide the GIS geodatabase, pdf maps, and potentially put it on an Arc GIS online map.  The final digitized maps will include some assumptions about connections and fixing overlapping/misaligned elements, so it will be a “clean” version but shouldn’t be considered to be perfectly exact (also because everything was digitized from the notebook).  If Preston had clear ideas about additional work, he’d consider picking it up again in the future.  No update
1. Maquoketa cultural/art mapping and Jackson County Storymap is underway – no update

 One of the workforce initiatives we have been working with CIRAS (Center for Industrial Research and Service) since earlier 2021 is called IWIN (Iowa Workforce Innovation Network). We are only the second county in Iowa to participate in this program that is funded with a federal grant. This project started with a survey of Jackson County businesses and industries. Following that survey, we had a zoom meeting with business and industries, and CIRAS representatives to narrow and prioritize some of the opportunities for expanding our local workforce. Unfortunately, due to summer schedules and staffing changes at CIRAS, this initiative was at a standstill for several months. In the Fall of 2021, we restarted this process. In early November we sent another short survey to local businesses to prioritize the 12 root causes that have been identified in the initial information gathering. 
The root causes prioritized through his survey were as follows:
· Wages and Benefits
· Expertise/Learning/training
· Job Opportunities
· Child Care
· Work Schedule/Location
· Culture
We received a second draft of this 80-page report and have met with CIRAS to start coordinating the efforts and finding resolutions to the challenges in workforce development.  The new strategy is to contact companies and provide individual evaluations and insight into the processes that are currently in place to attract and maintain personnel.  We met with one company a month ago. They are interested in making informed changes but the time it takes to go through the evaluation process is difficult to manage.  We will follow up with them in a few months.  In the meantime, CIRAS is contacting another company to determine their interest. More to follow was JCEA continues to partner with CIRAS on the action steps required to address the results in the master report. 
JCEA has had two meetings with CIRAS on workforce initiatives and potential resources.  CIRAS offers a multitude of resources.  If any of you have business needs, please contact our office and we will determine if CIRAS can help you.  In addition we will research other options to determine if there are resources that can address your needs. 
Our last meeting with CIRAS focused on a number of things.  First of all, they will help us develop an updated data base as we inventory both the larger and the smaller businesses and industries in Jackson County.  
Business and Industry peer groups to meet quarterly to discuss workforce challenges, successes and opportunities. – Hold events on workforce strategies and best practices. 
Soft skills  - inventory businesses on what soft skills seem to be needed the most.  The challenge may be that this may differ enough depending on the business that developing one program may be either too detailed and not applicable to all or may not be detailed enough.   CIRAS offers services to go into individual workplaces and perform interviews and gain knowledge on the unique challenges employers are facing.  They also can then develop programs to address those challenges.     Iowa Workforce Development also offers programs to address some of the common challenges as well.  
ACTION STEPS FROM CIRAS:
Executive Summary
Iowa historically has had one of the highest labor force participation rates in the country. Prior to the COVID-19 economic slowdown, 70 percent of Iowa counties had fewer than 300 people actively looking for work. To make matters worse, Iowa has had systemically low population growth. Iowa is the fifth slowest growing state in the U.S. over the past 50 years. The population of the state outside of the Des Moines metropolitan area is essentially unchanged since 1950.

For companies to grow in spite of these constraints will require an innovative new approach to workforce planning. The Iowa Workforce Innovation Network (iWIN) is a program funded by Iowa State University/CIRAS and the Economic Development Administration (EDA) to explore new approaches to find solutions to systemic workforce shortages.

Within the iWIN approach, workforce actions are broken into five distinct categories: attract individuals who are not in the workforce, under-employed, or unemployed; attract and retain currently employed individuals; increase the productivity of the current workforce; increase the use of automated systems so employees can perform other tasks; and build the future workforce.

These five categories contain 28 different types of current or potential employees. Together these are referred to as the Workforce VectorSM. The vector is the direction a community might steer to address their workforce issues. Workforce data from peer counties, the 50 states, or Iowa’s 99 counties is used to compute the magnitude of each component of the Workforce Vector, which is the relative potential to increase employment of each type of individual.

The Jackson County focus group selected the types of workers they felt would make the greatest impact on their community. They are:
· Females 20-64 years old: Women living in the county who are not currently employed.
· Employee Retention: Retaining more of the current workforce by minimizing employee turnover.
· Productivity: Getting more output from the existing workforce by continuously improving processes.
· Automation: Getting more output from the existing workforce through implementation of automated systems.
· Immigration: Potential workers who were born in a foreign country and arrive in the next year.1 We do not include non-citizens in the country on work visas within this workforce element.


[bookmark: _bookmark0]1 Our work on permanent resident aliens is not yet complete. That is, those born in a foreign country and arriving in prior years. 
Moving up 20 percent in the peer group rankings in each of these five selected types of workers could potentially increase the Jackson County workforce by ~800 new full-time-equivalent employees. Of course, any company or community can exceed or fall short of these potentials based on local conditions and effort.

To accomplish this will require addressing a number of root causes, which include child care, culture, expertise/learning/training, job opportunity, load leveling, management, project management, project selection/scope, settlement services, transportation, wages and benefits, and work schedule/location.

The community leaders chose child care, culture, expertise/learning/training, job opportunity, wages and benefits, and work schedule/location to address first.

Addressing only a portion of the root causes that affect a specific workforce element may reduce the success of attracting that type of employee, depending on community- and company-specific conditions. Conversely, many root causes affect many elements. Addressing a root cause that will help attract one type of employee will likely have spillover effects, helping with the recruitment of other types of individuals. The more foundational root causes (e.g. salary and wages) will have more spillover effects than element-specific root causes.

Below is a list of possible actions for Jackson County to take as part of a plan to tackle the selected root causes. The workgroup chose to pursue the underlined items.

Child Care
· Evaluate the current state of the local child care availability and trends. Survey day cares, companies, and employees.
· Facilitate a child care solutions group to develop and implement a plan to provide community- based solutions.
· Facilitate a peer group discussion of child care best practices.
· Provide education on tax breaks, programs, etc.
· Provide mentoring and programming to help struggling daycare centers and in-home providers become more profitable.

Culture
· Analyze turnover rates within the county.
· Create a local HR peer group focused on improving culture.
· Complete company culture audits to understand company-specific best practices and opportunities as they pertain to workforce.
· Implement directed C-Level counseling on building company culture.
· Provide educational programming/coaching on specific elements of improving company culture, either as part of a peer group or through 1-on-1 assistance.
  Hold community-company foreign born populations welcoming training.

Expertise/Learning/Training
Lean
· Assess the current status of lean understanding and behaviors within organizations.
· Hold productivity workshops, webinars, company tours, and networking via the Iowa Lean Consortium.
· Conduct Training Within Industry (TWI) workshops for managers.
· Conduct value stream mapping (process) training sessions.
· Conduct plant floor training in Lean fundamentals.
· Hold problem solving training workshops.
· Develop a peer coaching system to assist in developing a continuous learning environment in companies.
Automation
· Conduct automation assessments (Walk through, Focused area detail, Plant wide detail).
· Conduct value stream mapping (process) training sessions.
Immigration
· English as a Second Language training.
· Ascertain what current programming exists for interpreting work tasks from English to foreign languages within company workspaces.
· Conduct training within the community and companies on working and living with English as a second language learners in the community and workplace.
· Hold community-company foreign born populations welcoming training.

Job Opportunity
· Develop and market a local professional position sharing board.
· Institute a local next generation leadership development program.

Management
· Look at Jackson County I4.0 assessments, large I4.0 grant applications, Jackson survey respondents, and engaged companies. Decide which companies should be targeted for 1-on-1 conversations.

Wages and Benefits
· Evaluate the current wage and benefit structure in the county, compared with regional and state averages.
· Analyze turnover rates within the county.
· Hold a local HR peer group focused on the benefits needed by the targeted workforce elements.


Work Schedule/Location
· Develop a peer group on the best practices of scheduling for a flexible workforce. Hold events on remote working best practices.
· Hold company-specific process events from a flexible scheduling/planning perspective.
· Conduct student projects on flexible scheduling.
· Complete an outsourcing, remote work, and/or remote facility analysis.

Once progress is made on improving these root causes, the subsequent step is to develop a marketing campaign targeting the selected types of existing and potentially new workers. Possible actions are listed below.

Marketing
· Assess current recruitment practices of local employers.
· Hold a local HR peer groups focused on recruitment messaging.
· Hold educational events on best practices of targeted workforce marketing.
· Develop a community marketing plan to address available employment opportunities, clarify targets, develop appropriate campaigns, and support the county in deployment.

CIRAS staff will assist in bringing educational services to the community and individual businesses, make referrals to existing programs, and connect community leaders to regional networks.

(Pacific Islander Community): 
Nothing has been done with this initiative in the last year.  JCEA plans to reinitiate contact to determine the current status and potential for future growth in this area. 
One of the other things our office has been doing to address workforce needs is reaching out to Wihden Aise the leader of the Maquoketa Micronesian Community. There are about 300 Pacific Islanders living in Maquoketa, and according to Wihden there are many others who would love to live in Maquoketa if they were assured of getting jobs. I have introduced Wihden to three Maquoketa businesses who seemed very happy to have this connection. We are planning to schedule other industry visits soon. A meeting was held on February 16, 2022 with Wihden and CIRAS staff to initiate the discussions about the role that immigration, and specifically the Pacific Islander Community, can play in the ongoing workforce challenges.  A meeting was held on March 18, 2022 with CIRAS, WIHDEN, and local industries to determine their interest in working through a program to be more welcoming to anyone who is not familiar with our working cultures and expectations. In addition, CIRAS is putting together a SOP for employers to make it easier for employers to understand the process and requirements for hiring Micronesians.  
CIRAS – Pacific Islander Community (PIC)  Ben and I have met with CIRAS a few times. They have researched information and developed a process that specifically pertains to the PIC to help potential future employers navigate through the hiring process and some of the expectations or compromises needed for a better transition into the work culture.  Upon review of the information/presentation, discussion ensued about the true applicability of the information given that at least one of the main employers of the PIC has been disappointed with the work ethic and cultural differences.  We asked if the program could be expanded to include other immigrant populations understanding that the PIC have special circumstances given, they are not required to get green cards.  Discussion continued that a key component to the success of future employment needs is going to have to be flexibility and even a mindset change for those loyal employees.
EMPLOYMENT CHALLENGES ** - expanding on the discussion with CIRAS, it is very evident that right now all employers are doing for the qualified traditional employee is incenting them to leave their current position.  The number of those employees in the potential employment pool is not increasing.  It is the same number. They just shift from one employer to another.  For those who are unemployed and don’t fit the qualified “traditional” employee role, it is going to take some creativity and flexibility of the employer to help those non-traditional employees fit into the workplace.   Employers who are willing to let people go hoping to find the few traditional employees will find that those traditional employees will just move on to the next best opportunity because they do have that choice.  The non-traditional employee doesn’t have those options, and they may not be focused on even trying to find their best fit.  They may be motivated by their next meal, making enough for the next payment, may be getting assistance, etc.  To get them to work, the work environment and expectations will need to change to adjust to these needs and special circumstances.  We had one employer who talked about how everyone seemed to want to work part-time yet that wouldn’t work for them. Well, as Ben asked, is part time better than no time?  Is getting 20 additional hours of work better than – hours?  If a person is willing to come to work 4 out of 5 days, is that better than – days?  Ben and I discussed this extensively with me arguing that the loyal, hardworking, reliable employee could be less motivated to continue to be that person if they see that others are getting away with less….   That may be so but then if I really thought about it, would it be better to have some help versus no help?  The idea that firing people with the hope of finding the golden goose is a great idea, just doesn’t work anymore.  The golden geese are all employed, or they are looking for better employment with higher pay and the work environment that they want and enjoy.    Immigrants or people with different cultures and expectations fall into the non-traditional category for different reasons.  They may have a killer work-ethic but have other needs that mean that the employer would need to be flexible.  Regardless of what the needs of the employee are, the success of the company is going to be dependent on the employer being willing to be flexible.  If we can’t get the goods or services to the consumer, the company is not going to succeed or grow.  
A longer solution to the workforce crisis is what Ben and I are calling Individual Excellence.  It is a cultural mindset change and will be a process.  But with all processes, it must start somewhere so we are doing to start a pilot program/study here in Jackson Co if we have the needed support.  
Catalyst Grants: 
We are past the deadline for the 2023 grants and are looking to identify at least four projects in the County.  We can start to submit pre-apps in the Fall so now is the time to start putting the pieces together for the application. 




 We have been fortunate to receive six Catalyst Grants over the past few years. Three of these projects are complete or nearly complete (Bellevue Button Factory, 110 South Main, and Mitchell Maskery Mill) and three are in various stages of development (Preston Times Building, Sabula Island City Harbor restaurant, and former Ackerman Grocery Store). This program can provide a $100,000 grant to assist in these types of projects and at least 40% of the funding is required to assist communities under 1500 in population. (It is too late for the 2022 Application Cycle, but never too early to begin discussion for next year) Of key interest at the present time is that two of the projects will need to request an extension to the June 2022 deadline.  The Sabula Ackerman Grocery store reconstruction has made some significant progress but is not yet at the mid-point.  The other project: Preston Times Building is in the very early stages and could potentially lose this funding.  The Sabula Island Harbor Restaurant is out another year.  JCEA is currently working with all three owners and their projects to do our best to facilitate whatever needs to be done to keep these projects alive so they can take advantage of the Catalyst Grant.  JCEA met with an IEDA representative in March to review the projects in Sabula and Preston.  Of the three remaining projects, both the Preston Times Building and the Sabula Ackerman Grocery have submitted their first required pay request and received a year extension to June of 2023. The Sabula Island Harbor Restaurant has received approval of their plans and has one year to complete the project although they also have the right to ask for an extension once they have submitted the required pay request. 
Update On Catalyst Grants
PRESTON TIMES – This project is being closed out. It is completed and is beautiful! Ben and I met with Jim Thompson with IEDA as well as Teresa Weinschenk, Preston City Administrator and the owner and employees of the Preston Times for their final walk-through.  Dave H and I had toured the same building about a year ago when they asked for an extension for their grant.  The floor had a hole in it, the whole office was filled with debris, the ceiling hid the beautiful ceiling underneath ( which seems to be somewhat common), It was a mess.  To see it now in all its glory!  What a difference!  This is another example of how Catalyst grants can convert empty, deteriorated or underutilized buildings into economic catalysts for the City, County and the region and state as a whole
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Ackerman Grocery Store renovation in Sabula Catalyst Grant– expected to be complete by June 2023 and meet the deadline. 
Sabula Island Harbor Restaurant Catalyst Grant  –Have had numerous conversations with the owners and IEDA about getting a possible extension.  In addition, they applied for a Destination Iowa Grant last May.  We just heard that their grant application is being scored in the final round of the Destination Iowa Grants.  The judges who are scoring those apps are required to have their scores submitted by the end of February.  Ultimately Director Durham and then Governor Reynolds approved those projects.
With regards to the Catalyst Grant, there have been several delays in the project including inflated construction costs and then the application of the Destination Iowa Grant.  The current status is that they are required to expend $60,000 so the City can submit the first draw on the $100,000 Catalyst Grant.  After that draw is submitted, the City then can request an extension of the project.  Those extensions are typically a year.   Hopefully Sabula Island Harbor Restaurant will receive the Destination Iowa Grant.  If so, they will then need to expend the remaining $40,000 of the Catalyst Grant so the award of the Destination Grant doesn’t Federalize their entire project ( which adds on another restrictive set of  rules.  JCEA has had numerous phone calls and emails over the last month assisting the owners in navigating through the challenges of the delays in the Catalyst grant and their Destination Iowa application.  The Destination Iowa Grant was not awarded to the Sabula Island Harbor Restaurant and the owners decided to stop and reevaluate the future of this project and not proceed with the Catalyst Grant.
 Unrelated - the owners have added another component to their project.  They have converted houseboats into Vacation rentals
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Historic Districts: Those with good memories will recall that 5 years ago Maquoketa and Bellevue signed contracts with Heritage Works out of Dubuque to assist with the submittal of our application to create Historic Districts in their downtowns. We knew this process was time consuming, but never anticipated that it would take this long.  On May 24, Maquoketa Commercial Historic District
Main St. between Quarry and Maple Sts., including Platt and Pleasant Sts. one block east and west of Main St. Maquoketa, and Bellevue Commercial District located at Bellevue River Park were listed on the National Registry of Historic Places. 

OFFShore: The Bellevue Off Shore development has accomplished all of their goals for 2021. They have added 110 spots for RV camping, renovated the restaurant and constructed a pond, beach and outdoor aquatic center. I have included a couple of pictures to show the results of their multi-million-dollar investment. They are still working on development of a dock and potential expansion of the event center. The aquatic center was completed after the start of the school year, so the real impact of this project will be realized next year.  Off-Shore initially estimated the cost of these improvements to be $6.5 million; however, to date, they have invested over $12 million!  Special thanks to Off Shore for partnering with ECIA and the Heiar family for the JCEA Annual Appreciation and Dave Heiar’s retirement event. Staff went above and beyond to coordinate with us over the last several months, including giving us a substantial discount on the appetizers and soft drinks as part of their annual contribution.  It was a beautiful venue and event.  Thank you again, Off Shore. 
CDBG Façade: In October we also received word that Maquoketa was awarded a $500,000 CDBG grant to assist with facades on the East Side of Main. This will complement the work that has been done on the West side of Main Street with a previous CDBG award. There are still a couple of buildings on the west side that need to be completed (waiting on materials delayed by COVID). 
	The property owners on the East side have signed contracts for architectural services. 563 Design will now begin preparing the detailed specifications for bidding. We hope to have those complete by March so the bid letting can occur shortly thereafter allowing the contractors much of 2022 for construction.  The environmental process for these buildings was extensive and SHPO had many details to work through before the environmental could be completed and the release of funds issued.  Still in process.  Hope to have this completed in the next month so construction can start as soon as possible.  The good news on this project is that there isn’t a drop-dead date for completion, or the funds would be forfeited.  On the other hand, there are many anxious business owners who would like to see this completed in an efficient and timely manner. 
The environmental review on this project has gone through many phases.  Initially when SHPO started asking questions and Andrew was working on 138 and 120 S Main, we asked him to concentrate on those plans because they have drop-dead completion dates.  Since that time, responses have been submitted for the Maquoketa East Façade Project yet more follow-up questions have been issued.  Once all the outstanding questions have been addressed, the environmental process for publication and public comment can be completed and the project can proceed to the bid letting process. 
The State has completed the Section 106 Review! The release of the Construction Documents to contractors to provide Bids. Bid Documents will be available on 10/19/22 and Bids Due on 11/17/22. This will be advertised in the local paper, ECIA website, and MBI online with all the information the Contractors will need to know.    The cost breakdown per property/façade from the low bidder will be available by end of day on 11/22/22 and will be shared with property owners. 
 Continued negotiations with the property owners has resulted in a few owners who have decided to withdraw from the project.  Those who are on the waiting list will then be given the opportunity to participate in the project.  Those decisions will be made soon so the project can commence. 
Josh Boldt updated that the participating property owners have signed their escrow agreements.  The next step will be to determine how much funding is available and who the additional participants could be. 
Finalizing contracts and considering funding options for adding new property owners to this project. 
Perzactly’s: Robert Abbott purchased this bar/restaurant.  He is considering his options for its best use at this time and is currently on the list of possible property owners who could be interested in participating in this project.
Rockdale enterprise: In 2021 our office worked with Heather Moore, Chad Thompson and the City of Maquoketa on a 3-part project for Rockdale Enterprises. On November 27th there was an open house at 2 parts of this project including the Rockdale Locker and Moore Local. The creamery element of this project is still in the works.  As Heather has indicated – progress is slow because the contractors are overloaded with work.  No update. 
Manufacturing 4.0: The State has developed an initiative for manufacturers to evaluate and find ways to increase productivity by leveraging technology. CIRAS is the gatekeeper for this program too. Manufacturers with 75 or fewer employees are eligible. They can receive up to $75,000 per company to assist with projects that increase productivity. We have reached out to all of our local manufacturers to make them aware of this project and encourage their participation. The State has also announced a program for companies with more than 75 but less than 250 employees. They are eligible for up to $500,000 of funding and these applicants do not go through CIRAS. Our office has worked with at least one local company that hopes to capitalize on this initiative.  To date, three companies have been awarded funds for the Manufacturing 4.0 grant:  Plastics Unlimited requested and was awarded $475,000. PMW requested and was awarded $75,000 and Dynamic Tube was awarded $50,000.  JCEA worked with Plastics Unlimited on their application.  The cities under 75 employees coordinated their applications through CIRAS.  FUNDING IS STILL AVAILABLE – IF INTERESTED WE CAN COORDINATE CONTACTS WITH CIRAS. Innovate 120: We continue to work with Robert Abbott in his goal to convert the former US Bank Building in downtown Maquoketa into an entrepreneurial center that provides a technology pipeline. 
	As you know, Mr. Abbott held a successful paid summer internship program on UX(User Experience Software design) for area high school students. He hopes to repeat this in the summer of 2022.
	Currently he has reached out the Jackson County High schools to ask them to participate in a program called Startup 120. It is a 12-week training program for students who have an interest in business startups (see attached flyer with details). It ends with student groups competing against each other for a $1,000 prize. Maquoketa, Bellevue, and Marquette have students who will be participating. He is still hoping that Eastern Valley will participate. 
	Robert has also given us a draft of his business plan for this building and programming. We will use this plan as a guide when we are working on future grant application for building out and for programming. The goal is to restore and modernize the 10,000 sq ft of space into a state-of-the-art video conference and meeting space with flexible collaboration modules, co-working areas and private offices. I have also included two pages from the business plan that provide conceptual images of what he wants for interior space. 
We coordinated a meeting with Robert and the SBDC Director to discuss ways to partner. We have also scheduled a meeting with CCC representatives to see if there are opportunities to partner with the Community College on training programs. We met with Allen Ernst, Bellevue Button Factory, to see if there are ways to facilitate/coordinate/share spaces with this Bellevue location. We also met with Jordan Degree, Creative Adventure Lab, to see how we might partner with his organization with some of the training elements they offer (i.e. Venture School).  
Our office is also working with Robert and ECIA staff as we are considering 3 grant applications to help fund buildout and programming.
	Robert’s business plan is multiphase so how quickly this moves forward will depend on funding and local support. This would be an incredible asset if it comes to fruition. 
	Innovate 120 was part of the Maquoketa West CDBG Façade Project.  It has now been granted the CDBG-CV (CORONA VIRUS) Public Facilities grant and was awarded $407,000 for the development of community space for citizens to access the internet and hold special social events and meetings.  As part of the requirements of this program, the funds must be expended by May of 2023.  This project is on the fast-track with environmental soon to be completed.  If funds are not expended within the required timeframe the $407,000 grant award must be reimbursed in its entirety. 
	The additional grant possibilities would have caused a delay in the CDBG-CV project so they will be reconsidered for the 2023 grant funding year.
Update – running a little ahead of schedule.  Things are looking great to being able to complete on time and meet with grant deadline requirements. 
	 
Rural Ready Iowa Grant - JCEA assisted Innovate 120 with a Rural Ready Iowa Grant – A UX Design High School Internship program or Future Ready Iowa 2022 Summer Youth Internship Program.  This grant would help fund the “Start Up 120” program.  This program will focus on a select group of students from the 4 school districts in Jackson County. 12 Participants will be selected from applicants across these districts with an emphasis on those students who will benefit the most from participation in this program. Through the structure and mentorship of “Startup 120”, students are already exploring innovative ideas including insect detection technology to help soybean farmers avoid crop damage, and development of a noise cancelling speaker that would neutralize disruptive sound frequencies in physical spaces.  This early progress provides convincing evidence that rural communities are fertile ground for entrepreneurship, especially for students from lower income families. Innovate 120 provides the intellectual and physical assets to support success, from proven programming to state-of-the-art technology and collaboration spaces that elevates their participation, enables their productivity and grows their confidence.  Our goal with these experiences takes a long view, one that leads to these students to pursue education and develop their skills beyond high school, and to bring their career aspirations back to Jackson County and raise their families.  Innovate 120 once again received the Rural Ready Iowa Grant for the Start Up 120 2022 summer program.  The program is well underway with student representatives from Maquoketa, Bellevue, Easton Valley and Pleasant Valley.   The program was completed and Robert was very happy with the results.   Several groups came in as well as presentations to legislative staff to showcase the positive results of this program.  New program will be available for the Summer of 2023.  Robert and Chuck have visited the area schools to encourage participation for this summer.  There will be five groups this summer! 
CDBG-CV Public facilities grant for Innovate 120 was also submitted last week.  ECIA was the grant writer with extensive assistance from Robert Abbott and Dave.  Innovate 120 will provide a place and framework to engage youth and adults in their own potential, providing them with the technology tools they need to be successful. The proposed technology center will allow the residents of Maquoketa to be more effective in their work, offer an avenue for starting over in a new career, and be more connected with their families, friends, and their community. Programs such as “Startup 120” as referenced above are possible because of the facilities at Innovate 120.  Innovate 120 will serve all residents of Maquoketa, as all members of the community will have access to the space and technology services included in this project.  53.50% of the residents qualify as low to moderate income and these individuals will be encouraged to utilize the free access to computers, internet, and individualized technical assistance.  Note – as indicated above, this grant was awarded and the environmental is nearing completion.  Once the environmental is complete and the City has received the Release of Funds letter, the bid letting process can begin. 
The last few months have been a multitude of challenges getting the environmental complete, the development agreement ready and the other necessary requirements completed for the CDBG-CV process.  There is a very detailed comprehensive process that needs to be followed for all CDBG projects.  Working through that process can be challenging to say the least.  Regardless, Josh has been great and has diligently sought out the correct information and ensures the processes are followed.  The notice to bidders has been published. Bids will be September 28th with contract to be awarded October 3rd.   In the early part of the process, we encouraged The notice to the publisher to be expedited to the lengthen the amount of time the bidders had to consider the project with the ultimate goal being to receive better bids from qualified bidders who can get the project completed on time.   Looking forward to hearing the results of the bid openings. 
Bids were opened on September 28th. Three bids were received with a low bid of $662,300. This was well over the original estimate of this project. FEH Design consulted with ECIA and CDBG program managers and all parties agreed to reduce the scope of the project in the amount of $167,114 for a net project cost of $495,286.00. Again this project has a May 30, 2023 deadline for completion. 
Progress is being made with the May 30, 2023 deadline coming sooner than everyone may think. JCEA is very excited to be moving into this building and hopes to have our offices open and ready on July 01, 2023. 

RISE Grant – ECIA will also be submitting a RISE grant for the unfunded portions of the restoration and conversion of Innovate 120. This application is due April 19, 2022.  – This was one of the grants, that would have been a conflict with the CDBG-CV grant; therefore, we will wait until 2023 to consider applying.  This grant was again considered for the 2023 application round.  Unfortunately the same restrictions apply so the construction of the current CDBG-CV grant cannot be temporarily suspended as the May 30, 2023 deadline is required in order to not forfeit the funding. 
260E Training Agreement: We are currently working with the community college on two agreements with local industries to support expansions.  – 
INDUSTRIAL NEW JOBS TRAINING (260E) The Industrial New Jobs Training Program provides businesses expanding its Iowa workforce with new employee training funds. Administered by Iowa’s 15 community colleges, the program is financed through bonds sold by the colleges. Depending on wages paid, the business then diverts 1.5 or 3% of the Iowa state withholding taxes generated by the new positions to the community college to retire the bonds. Because of this structure, the training is available at essentially no cost, since the bonds are retired with dollars otherwise paid to the state as withholding taxes. In addition to increasing worker productivity and company profitability, businesses participating in the Iowa Industrial New Jobs Training Program may also be eligible for reimbursement up to 50% of the award amount for on-the-job training, as well as a corporate tax credit if Iowa employment is increased by at least 10%. Business Eligibility • Must be located in, or relocating to Iowa. • Must be engaged in interstate or intrastate commerce for the purpose of manufacturing, processing, assembling products, warehousing, wholesaling, or conducting research and development. • Service-providing businesses must have customers outside of Iowa. • Cannot have closed or substantially reduced its employment base at any of its other business sites in Iowa in order to relocate substantially the same operation to another area of the state. EMPLOYEE TRAINING PROGRAMS Employee Eligibility To qualify for training services, employees: • Must be in newly created positions. • Must pay Iowa withholding tax. • Must occupy positions that did not exist during the six months prior to the date the business and community college agreed to pursue a training project. New Jobs Tax Credit The Iowa New Jobs Tax Credit is an Iowa corporate income tax credit available to a company that entered into a New Jobs Training Agreement (260E) and expands its Iowa employment base by 10% or more. The amount of this one-time tax credit depends upon the wages a company pays and the year in which the tax credit is first claimed. The maximum tax credit in 2020 is $1,896 per new employee. Unused tax credits may be carried forward up to 10 years.  JOBS TRAINING PROGRAM (260F) The Iowa Jobs Training Program provides job training services to current employees of eligible businesses located in Iowa. For participating businesses, the advantages include valuable employee training at a reduced - or no - cost. Business Eligibility • Must be located in Iowa. • Must be engaged in interstate or intrastate commerce for the purpose of manufacturing, processing, assembling products, warehousing, wholesaling, or conducting research and development. • Service-providing businesses must have customers outside of Iowa. • Within the 36-month period prior to the date of applying for program services, a business cannot have closed or reduced its employment base by more than 20% at any of its other business sites in Iowa in order to relocate substantially the same operation to another area of the state. Housing: Many moving parts on this arena. It is hopeful to see so many housing projects move forward. As I have shared with some of you previously, if we want to maintain or grow our population it will require a hosing growth. As we have heard from several reports, Jackson County needs multiple types of housing options. Here are some of the local efforts that will address these needs:
· Maquoketa Pocket neighborhood. All 10 homes have been sold. The landscaping will be completed in the spring and ECIA, will be hosting a ribbon cutting then. We will certainly be inviting IEDA Director Debi Durham because she has been promoting this project at many state conferences.   Update from Kelley D – they plan to have all the units closed by 4/30. Landscaping will be started in May with plans for an early June ribbon cutting.  Landscaping was delayed but the project has been completed.  

· Maquoketa Art Experience. These 4 apartments were also a part of a pilot program for downtown housing. There was an open house on November 11 to show case these units.  At least one of these apartments has been rented.  Because CDBG funds were used to partially finance this project.  At least 3 out of the 4 apartments need to be rented to LMI qualified tenants.    In other news join the MAE every Thursday at 10:00 a.m. for their coffee chats.

· Harvest Heights: This is the City of Preston’s subdivision. They held a ribbon cutting in early December. The infrastructure was just completed for this 26-lot subdivision. Lots will sell for $30,000. The City is of course subsidizing the actual cost.

· Jackson Subdivision (Bellevue) The infrastructure in this subdivision was completed in the summer of 2021. The 15 lots in the subdivision had all been presold prior to awarding the bid for the infrastructure. The city is in the process of financing the sales to local contractors/developers. 
· LaCasa (Maquoketa) We have recently received word that this 4-unit upper story project received workforce housing tax credits. The city had committed a 10-year TIF rebate as the required local match. Dave and I met with the property owners and their construction manager to discuss next steps. We hope to see this project completed in 2022 or early 2023. This project is still pending.  Although there is financing in place, the owners are still reviewing all their options. 
· Western Avenue (Maquoketa) Our office and the City have been working with BSM2 Development on the purchase of city owner property for development of a 26-lot subdivision. Following a public hearing in December, the council approved the sale of this property. The sale of the property has not yet been completed.  The developer has been currently clearing tees, grading and preparing the site for infrastructure. 
Regional Health center: Since we have not been able to gain any interest in the former hospital site, the Hospital Board agreed to take sealed bids on the property. A national auctioneer handled this process. There were a couple of on-site inspections in November for interesting parties. The Hospital Board received one bid of $500,000 from an anonymous bidder. The legal representatives for the bidder have assured the Board this bidder has done similar types of development and that the intended use is for purposes previously identified through our public input process. The Board accepted the bid contingent upon knowing the name of the developer(s) prior to the closing. 
This property transaction for the sale of the old hospital closed on March 02, 2022. The new buyers are a newly formed LLC named Grove Street Realty Holdings, LLC. Speaking on behalf of the owners, a representative informed the Board of Trustees that the new owners have interest in a community-based project that could involve housing, retail, office, and other type of use.  Dave has reached out to the new owners to try to coordinate a meeting to let them know that JCEA is here to assist them and to help with the communication efforts to dispel any unintentional consequences that may come from the lack of detailed development information that is currently available. Numerous meetings have been held to try to determine the potential plans for this site. Just in the last few weeks, we have received two potential layouts.  Both show using at least a majority of the original building for different levels of senior living.  New owner has also inquired about potential incentives, grants, or other options.  We are researching those at both the state and local levels. 
The attorney for the developer has asked for input on other proposed layouts for the site. Options show both the use of the current building and some with the demolition of the building and new buildings being constructed.  All show that the area will still be used for a retirement village uses including independent living, assisted living and memory care.  We have a meeting scheduled next week with Dawn Danielsen with ECIA to discuss potential steps if the developer opted to demolish the building. 

 The owner is strongly considering the redevelopment of the entire area which means the demolition of the existing structure.  The plan remains to establish a retirement village concept with one larger building and several smaller units positioned throughout the development.  Nothing new in the last month or so. 

Josh Boldt met with the owner’s representative earlier this month to let them know that Crest Ridge had gone through bankruptcy 0and the State of Iowa was assuming operations to care for the residents.  Owner said they are still considering their options.

No update

Former Hollander Building: We have been working with an industrial prospect for the reuse of this building in Maquoketa for the past 2 years. The landlord has not always been easy to negotiate with since they have a 15-year lease with Hollander. The company is also working on financing. They have a commitment from USDA for a major part of it, but they are hoping to secure New Market Tax Credits too.  In December, we were informed that they have come to terms with a lease agreement; however, in February the developer updated that they still do not have a lease in place. The prospect continues to look at this building although is now willing to consider other options in the Maquoketa area including the Maquoketa Industrial Park.  Material Control Systems Inc which has several facilities in eastern Iowa and Western Illinois has now signed an agreement to use this building.  Material Control Systems, Inc. is a container manufacturing and maintenance company.  They supply containers for many of the John Deere parts, etc.   Work is progressing in the building as the renovations are being made to accommodate the needs of the new tenant. 
Josh’s update  from Jan 27, 2023. “ The new occupants of the old Hollander building contacted City Hall and stated that they will be live in March.  They are not a big employer but feel they will add about 15 jobs in Maquoketa. Their kind request to the City was to try to improve the Main/Summit Street intersection ( at the very least with paint  ) so their trucks can make more comfortable turns.   
Hometown Pride: Committees continue to meet monthly in Bellevue, Maquoketa, Preston, and Monticello.  Maquoketa wrapped up the summer concert series. Bellevue has created a Friends of Bellevue Park group and is working with the Community Foundation on a challenge grant to establish a local endowment fund for the community. Preston is working aggressively on a Ninja Playground and completion of Peppermint Park. 
Maquoketa Betterment and Hometown Pride are now having joint meetings. 
Although KIB is again being offered to communities in Jackson County, Maquoketa and Bellevue will not be continuing in an official capacity. ECIA had offered some additional incentives for the current communities to continue with the program in lieu of the discontinuation of the state assistance for those cities who had already completed the first five years of the program.  Maquoketa and Bellevue will be continuing on their own with the momentum and energy that has already been in motion for the last several years.  Both cities are determining how to be proceed and what group or groups will be needed to continue on with their efforts.  
With the offer from ECIA to write a grant valued at $2000 each year along with offering coaching services, Maquoketa City Council has approved the extension of KIB for another 5 years.
In Jackson County KIB we have Miles, LaMotte, Preston, Sabula, Maquoketa and Baldwin.  All will be in for another five years.   
Amanda DuPont will be the coach for Miles, Preston, Sabula, Baldwin, and LaMotte.  Tricia Wagner will be the coach for Maquoketa.   Marla, Jennifer, Dan and Dylan will be coaching too but will be in other communities but will be there as a resource for Amanda and Tricia.  
They meet regularly and keep everyone updated.  A lot of the members are focused on the green space development. 
Nothing new. 
Great Places: About six years ago Maquoketa was designated an “Iowa Great Places: by the Iowa Department of Cultural Affairs. This designation expired in December of 2021, but the City has an opportunity to apply for the redesignation. This application was due February 24th. 
In addition to the recognition of this title, the City also received 2 grants from this program. The first was for $400,000 and was used for many projects including some of the downtown streetscape amenities, the pedestrian bridge on the Maquoketa River and the Façade improvements to the Maquoketa Art Experience buildings. A second grant of $218,200 was used for sidewalk improvements around the high school football field and the Hurstville trail (in partnership with Jackson County Conservation).
Our office and ECIA took the lead on the first designation application. The application process is relatively extensive. ECIA is willing to write the application for a fee up to $3,000 but also offered to use a USDA and EDA grant to cover $2,000 of this cost, leaving the city with a net cost of $1,000.  
The Iowa Great Places designation also provides opportunities to:
· Apply for competitive grant funding to support eligible vertical instruction projects and expenses, as defined by Iowa’s Code 8.57.
· Use the Iowa Great Places designation in signage and marketing materials. 
Participate in the Iowa Creative Places network coverings, training, and webinars
· Receive technical assistance from the Iowa Development of Cultural Affairs
· Receive additional state agency consideration for a limited number of projects through the endorsement prices. Designated places will receive additional information.
The City was supportive of this application.  ECIA wrote the grant with extensive assistance from JCEA as well as input from IEDA.  It was submitted on February 23, 2022.  Without having to go through the second stage of the application process which involved an on-site interview session, Maquoketa was granted the designation of being a Great Place.  This was a great honor!!!  This designation is for 10 years.  
The Iowa Department of Cultural Affairs today announced that 13 Iowa communities will receive the state’s support through two creative placemaking programs that put the arts, culture and history at the center of creative community development.
The department designated new Iowa Great Places in Jefferson, Oskaloosa, Washington and Woodbine, and re-designated Appanoose County/Vermillion Township, Bondurant, Council Bluffs, Malvern, Maquoketa and the Turkey River Recreation Corridor.
The department also designated new Iowa Cultural & Entertainment Districts in Iowa City, McGregor and Winterset.
“The Iowa Great Places and Iowa Cultural and Entertainment Districts form the backbone of our state’s overall community building and tourism strategy,” Gov. Kim Reynolds said. “Each place tells an authentic story, and we’re proud to support their proud community spirit and hard work.”
“These communities are committed to transforming their towns and businesses by growing their creative workforce.” Iowa Department of Cultural Affairs Director Chris Kramer said. “These programs help Iowans develop and focus a vision for the sustainable development of their cultural places while generating new economic opportunities. We look forward to partnering with them to make their visions a reality.”
The Iowa Department of Cultural Affairs designates Iowa Great Places to support new and existing infrastructure that cultivates arts and culture, architecture, business, community diversity, historic assets, housing options and the natural environment in their neighborhoods, communities and regions.
Today’s announcement brings the total number of Iowa Great Places to 42 communities, which have collectively received more than $22 million in state support – while leveraging millions more in local investments – since the program started in 2005. Funding for the program comes from the Iowa Legislature through an annual appropriation from the Rebuild Iowa Infrastructure Fund. 
Housing and Development opportunities
Bellevue – JCEA has attended several meetings with Bellevue City Council, City leaders, BETA and Bellevue Utility board to discuss potential opportunities for the development of the Stamp Property (located south of Bellevue).  The Jackson Subdivision in Bellevue has been sold leaving only a few lots available.  The Stamp Property consists of 53 acres which could be ideal for future development with the exception that the cost to extend utilities to this area is over $2.3 million.  Other potential options for development were discussed with each presented its own unique set of challenges, many of which were cost prohibitive because of high land prices or would compromise surrounding landowners such as the requirement of the railroad to eliminate all field entrances in lieu of one frontage road.  The city of Bellevue has agreed to initiate the annexation proceedings for this land and are currently looking at potential financing for the extension of the utilities.  The Council was approached by a business who would like to purchase some land in this development for his business.  JECA was also contacted by another developer who wanted to put in some specialized housing.  That developer is currently working with Preston because of the lack of available locations in Bellevue.  There have been several follow-up meetings and correspondence with the Dubuque Developer.  He has a continued interest but many of the development details as well as the timing of the utilities need to be taken into consideration.  It is somewhat difficult to navigate as the City doesn’t want to invest utilities without some assurance that there will be a return on their investment and the developer needs to know the timing of the utilities so he can plan accordingly.  JCEA will continue to coordinate with the Dubuque Developer to bring all of the parties to the table to consider the details.  A meeting had been scheduled June 30th but the developer was unable to attend at the last minute.  JCEA will continue to work with Bellevue, bonding counsel, this developer and other interested parties to support and facilitate the development of this property per the desires of Bellevue City Council and administration. 
Bellevue has completed the certified PER that is needed for ECIA to pursue an USDA grant and financing for the extension of utilities to the Stamp property.  The PER is a Preliminary Engineering Report that was completed by Origin Design. This report details out the proposed costs, water and wastewater loads, housing lots, impacts, etc.  It is also noteworthy that the new engineer’s estimate for this is now $3.3M versus the $2.3 as indicated earlier. 
Attending a meeting with a new prospect interested in some land in the Stamp property.  The City and the develop all exploring incentive opportunities and determining what is reasonable. 
No new update
Maquoketa Industrial Development Park – JCEA and Maquoketa City Manager Josh Boldt met to discuss the history behind this park and the potential development opportunities.  Future meetings are planned to determine other marketing options for this land.  It is on a major 4 lane highway, is only 25 minutes from access to Interstate 80 or the Dubuque transportation network, has available utilities and has development and cost advantages to similar ground available in other metro areas.  Meeting with MVREC on Friday to look at other marketing opportunities.   Attending meetings with MVREC as well as with the Iowa Area Development Group to garner their expertise and insight into how to better market this site.
Update – Had an RFI for a project called Spoonman.  By the time it had been forwarded to us, we had less than a week to respond.  Although JCEA took the lead in the response, we had tremendous and expeditious assistance from Josh Boldt, Chris Krogmaan with MMEU, Jeff Bodenhofer with Alliance, Jackson County Admin office and Jess Tracy with the Assessor’s Office, Allen Williams with IEDA, Mark Ernst with Black Hills, Kyle Manders with Bernard Telephone and Brian Kelley with EICC. Everyone gave me the information needed to provide a comprehensive and qualified application for this project.  
In addition to project Spoonman, MIDAS (Maquoketa Industrial Development Assistance Service) met and determined that they want to continue as a group.  They also directed that part of their existence balances would be used to go through the Site Certification Process for the Industrial Park as well as to be used as part of the city’s share in the Maquoketa East CDBG Façade project for the downtown area. 
Continued with Certified Site information. 
Certified SITE:  JCEA will partner with the city of Maquoketa and take the initiative to facilitate the process of designating the industrial Development Park as a Certified Site.  It is a very extensive process with an estimated cost of $50k-60k. Once completed, the advantages are that this site is marketed as being development ready with all of the information necessary in such detail that any prospective business can determine if the site meets their requirements.   Although it can be argued that this site is already development ready, from the State’s perspective, the designation adds a layer of credibility and confidence to any prospective client.   IEDA also actively markets certified sites and has it on their website. 
Ben Davison and Josh Boldt worked together, and Ben submitted the preliminary application for the site certification process.  This is the response we received:  We’ve reviewed the Step 1 application for the Highway 61 Industrial Park.  Unfortunately, the property does not meet the minimum criteria to allow you to proceed to Step 2.  The site categories are designed for a single user and 80% of the total acreage must be contiguous and developable.  With 59 total acres, this means that ~47 acres must be contiguous and developable.  With the existing utility lines that bisect the property, it does not appear that 47 contiguous developable acres would be available.  From some rough Google Earth calculations, it appears that the area east of the utility lines would only be ~43 acres (but there are also some natural gas infrastructure and road easements which may reduce the developable acreage further).  And currently the smallest industrial park category is a minimum of 100 acres.  With that said, we are currently undergoing a review of the Certified Site Program, and one of the areas being evaluated is allowing smaller sites and parks into the program.  We will be rolling out the changes for the 2023 Round I program in January 2023, so please plan to attend the kick-off event then to hear about the changes to the program.  If you are then eligible, we would love to see you apply again next round.
 Thank you for submitting an application, and your interest in the program.  Even though you aren’t currently eligible, we have heard there is an interest from smaller sites and parks, so your Step 1 application will help as we go through our review of the program in the coming months.
So with the above feedback, we regrouped and had some discussions on how to better market this property.   Having worked with two realtors with CBRE-Hubbell on the Hollander building project, we initiated discussions on this parcel.  The feedback we received was that currently this parcel is very difficult to late on the LOIS system (which is used to find sites across the state of Iowa); therefore our concerns that it would be viewed as an old maid parcel, we were relieved to hear ( in an ironic sort of way) that developers wouldn’t have been able to see it.  With renewed energy and enthusiasm, we asked for a proposal for listing and marketing services.  That proposal will be on the Maquoketa agenda for Monday night.  In addition, MIDAS has elected to list their 4.62 acres. If the Maquoketa City Council approves these agreements,  CBRE-Hubbell will begin marketing both parcels. 
On September 10, 2022 the Maquoketa City Council passed a resolution waiving the request for qualifications and authorizing an exclusive listing agreement with Hubbell Commercial Brokers.
As noted by Josh Boldt:  This council action has the potential to be transformational for the community and greater Maquoketa area. The City has never employed a pro-active real estate broker to market the City’s Industrial Park property and this allows Hubbell to represent the City. In short, the City will list the 59.12-acre City owned site as well as a MIDAS owned 4.62-acre site for $25,000/acre. According to the agreement, Hubbell will be paid on commission at a 5% rate on sales over 10 acres and 6% under 10 acres. Staff previously surveyed Certified Industrial Sites with Iowa Economic Development Authority and contacted Centerville, Ottumwa, Forest City, Charles City, and Osage. Hubbell’s name consistently came up as the premier listing partner of successful cities. Hubbell is also behind Repurposed Materials setting up a base in the City as well as the new addition of a production business that will fill the vacant 130,000 square foot old Hollander Building. The latter is still refraining from wanting public attention but is excited to move into Maquoketa. Hubbell’s sale outcomes and reputation are exceptional and the City should be excited about this listing agreement. Council support is recommended.
Continued work with a prospect who has indicated there are committed to locating here.  Josh and I had met with their financial consultant back in October as they work on acquired the stacked financing needed to make the project viable.  In the meantime, an unfortunate health issue came up and one of the owners is taking the necessary time to heal before continuing their pursuit of establishing this company.
In the meantime, Hubbell Reality had a few other options they were considering for the industrial park.  One of the companies is doing more research into the viability of this location.
Certified sites has lowered their acreage requirements making it possible to again, pursue this designation. However, the City has opted not to expend the funding until more is known about the potential of the other companies who may be a good fit. 
This is the input we received when asked about the benefits of going through the certified site designation.   While the Certified Site program is a valuable offering the State provided to recognize viable development sites.  You have effectively completed the process already with the studies, surveys, and information you have.  We have the site on LOIS, CREXI, CoStar, LoopNet & Catylast.  As well as the CBRE internal DealFlow network.  These are the main commercial national MLS systems used by every site selector, broker and advisor in the world.  In my option, at this point, the only thing the site is lacking is the official recognition as “certified”; Which isn’t worth the cost to get it at this point.   We’re received on average 200-500 hits per month on the combined sites.  While this might seem low, we are not anticipating high activity for this type of project.  We are looking for 1-2 VERY ACTIVE users per year.  We will do everything in our powers to secure the uses once identified.
MISC
Lt Governor tours Plastics Unlimited – On February 15, 2022, Iowa Lt. Governor Adam Gregg asked to visit Jackson County with the intent of visiting a place who had been the recipient of state funding.  A list of three places was proposed by JCEA for the visit. Lt. Governor Gregg chose to tour Plastics Unlimited and was very impressed with the tour and all of the innovative manufacturing and work-force solutions that have been incorporated into their production processes.
Workforce Development -Kelley is on the  Mississippi Valley Workforce Development Finance Committee as well as the Mississippi Valley Business Services Committee.

Home Base Iowa and Iowa Veteran’s Coalition – We were contacted by Home Base Iowa to determine better ways to market the program and partner with existing Veteran’s organizations to find ways to connect local Veterans to some of the Jackson County businesses and industries.  JCEA is currently coordinating and effort to bring the Director of Iowa Workforce Development, along with Home Base Iowa representatives and the new Director of Veteran Affairs in Jackson County to start those discussions and further develop the synergy that can be used with all our resources working together. Had one meeting with PMW representatives as well as the Jackson Co Veteran’s Director and Jathan Chicoine who is the Home Base Iowa Program Manager.  This will be a work in progress as we continue to look for other options for both Veterans and employers to be educated on both the talent and the employment opportunities that exist with the goal being to best match the two. 
Legislative Monitoring – JCEA staff participates in Professional Developers of Iowa Legislative calls every other Monday while the House and Senate are in session.  We also monitor the bill tracking and participate in calls to action.  Here is a link to the bill tracker Bill Link

	An amendment to HF 718 has been adopted by the Senate Ways & Means Committee. The language of HF 718 was stricken in its entirety. However, most of the language is similar to what was in the Senate Property Tax Proposal of SF 569, including:
· Consolidated levies
· Levy limitation based on assessment growth
· Single date annually for bond referendums
· Required taxpayer statement mailing
This language cannot be found on the legislative website. However, many cities have been emailed the PDF.
 
It's important to note that the Governor, Speaker of the House and Senate Majority leader have issued a joint press release calling this an agreed proposal. Additionally, minority leadership in the Senate spoke in favor during the committee hearing indicating bipartisan and broad legislative support.


Jackson County Municipal Association, Crime Stoppers & Joint Emergency Commission – Kelley has been attended these meetings and representing JCEA.  She has been informing those in attendance of what JCEA can offer including aiding city clerks and/or finance directors who may have questions or need additional assistance. In addition, County Board meetings, City Council meetings and other development meetings are being monitored so JCEA can be kept abreast of the successes and challenges in the County.  Kelley still attends these meetings every other month.  In general, at most 3-4 mayors attend but it is a great opportunity to get to know them better and for them to get to know Kelley better. 


Grant Wood Loop - JCEA and Dave Heiar had been one of the main facilitators of this major project.  Because most of the funding options had been exhausted, the group met to determine the future. 
HISTORY
In September 2014, the State of Iowa selected Jackson, Jones, and Dubuque Counties to serve as the pilot region for the Parks to People Initiative – a program created by the Governor’s Green Ribbon Commission - which aims to create a long-term, sustainable strategy to revitalize Iowa State Parks in connection with their surrounding regions. As the pilot program, The Grant Wood Mississippi River Region (GWMRR) was the only region to receive an implementation award - $1.9 million allocated by the legislature to the Iowa Parks Foundation for parks infrastructure projects. Backed by this award, and with the support of the Governor, Iowa Department of Natural Resources and the Iowa Parks Foundation, the three counties formed the GWMRR partnership, made up of diverse stakeholders from the region, who are identified on page 11 of this document. This collaboration is working together to “enhance, promote, sustain, and connect” the region’s cultural, natural and park assets. The partnership selected a Board of Directors of volunteer stakeholders working diligently to plan and leverage funding for recreation, natural resources, and cultural projects in all three counties that will benefit the entire region. A strategic planning process vetted through seven public input sessions, that generated over 460 comments, identified four Priority Initiatives detailed later, but include: 
· Improving access to and habitat along the Maquoketa River;
· Developing water and land trails and enhancing amenities between Dubuque and Bellevue;
· Improving connections between Anamosa and Wapsipinicon State Park;
· Linking important natural and recreational resources near Maquoketa, including the Prairie Creek Recreation Area, Hurstville Interpretive Center and Maquoketa Caves State Park;
· Developing a brand (The Grant Wood Loop) and marketing the region.

Just recently the Master Plan for the Grant Woods Loop has been updated and attached.

The future of Grant Wood Loop committee will be somewhat dependent on the ability to receive funds to support the administration of this committee and finding the funding to facilitate the completions of future projects in the master plan.  ECIA (Kelley D) offered to apply for a core grant for $50k that would be used for administering the GWMRR meetings and other grant options.  The group also acted to approve the submittal of a MISSION grant that could be used towards sustainability for the future of the Grant Wood Loop, whether by expanding, contracting, or otherwise shaping its current size and mission. Heiar contacted all qualified cities to request their priorities of grants listed in the master plan.  The group opted for an app that included smaller projects from a larger overall area that would best leverage the potential $2M grant award.  

The DRA $50,000 CORE grant was awarded!  The MISSION grant was not awarded.    GWMRR has funding for this next year to develop a sustainability plan and to staff the organization.  NICC will be working with GWMRR board members to develop the sustainability plan and budget.  Kelley Deutmeyer with ECIA met with NICC on August 4th  to review the CORE grant outcomes and the expectations for their work.  Dylan Michels from EICA will be the staff person preparing agendas, taking minutes and being the liaison with NICC for the grant activities.  Kelley D will also be available as we work through the grant activities.    
The DRA Core grant is a $50,000 grant with $10,000 match provided by the NICC Economic Development Administration (EDA) grant. Expectations of the contract include an organizational assessment, processes, identify strengths and weaknesses, develop a strategic plan by looking at future sustainability and the three-year budget, and also developing a diversity, equity and inclusion strategy for the board structure with marketing and outreach strategy reaching all audiences. Upon board approval, the signed agreement will be submitted to the DRA with funds being released starting Sept 1 and ending April, 2023 to allow staff to apply for the larger Mission Grant.  The Board will need to develop a strategic plan for prioritizing future projects which will refine the scope and direction of next year’s Mission Grant application due May,2023.  To delve into the strategic planning process, volunteers from the three counties are needed. Interviews with individual board members will be completed as well.  Kelley Brown volunteers to be on the Steering Committee representing Jackson County. 

The large group met and the Steering Committee met for the first of a few strategic planning sessions to determine the future of this group.  The priorities for this group going forward are being considered.

The Steering Committee met three times and came up with a list of priorities that were then presented to the entire Board in January.

The DRA grant work for the GWL strategic plan is coming to a close.  Attached is the final strategic plan and two pages from the plan that outlines the committee structure moving forward.  It was decided that the board would operate by committee structure with three committees and those are funding and research, communication, and executive. Each GWL Board Member will be asked to volunteer for a committee.   
ECIA will initiate the first committee meetings but thereafter, the committees will schedule their own meeting dates and times.  GWL will have two full board meetings annually based on the new strategic plan unless additional meetings are necessary based on funding and initiatives.  The two dates are April 20 and October 19.  Agendas will be forthcoming.
The next Prosperity Eastern Iowa meeting is March 27th, 2023, at 9:30 a.m.  We hold the meetings as virtual and in-person.  As part of the strategic plan, Grant Wood Loop board was going to pilot the partnership by having a standing agenda item on the PEI agenda regarding the two entities collaborating and partnering on quality-of-life initiatives.  Holly McPherson will invite you to the Monday, March 27th PEI meeting.  The next PEI gathering will be their legislative event, which is scheduled for Friday, May 19th in Maquoketa.  You will receive information on that event as well and an invitation closer to the date.  
The GRANT WOOD SCENIC BYWAY Board met on February 23, 2023 .  Although somewhat similar to the Grant Wood Loop Board – they each involve a different group of counties with both involving Jackson County.  


Synchronist visits Every year the IEDA asks that area economic development organizations contact a certain number of industries and businesses to gain a wealth of detailed information that can be analyzed to determine the health of the business and industry as well as to determine opportunities for state or local assistance to improve the health and vitality of the business.  To date JCEA has met with PMW, Family Dollar, Blue Nine and Imagine the Possibilities. We are committed to meeting with as many as possible to: make the introductions and start our partnership, open the lines of communication, and then determine how we can be successful advocates for the continued success and potential expansions of their businesses/industries. 
Additional meetings include:  Plastics Unlimited, Maquoketa State Bank, Moore Local,  Bellevue Community Schools, Maquoketa Chamber, Alliant Energy and Bellevue Chamber of Commerce.   Met with Maquoketa Community Schools Superintendent Tara Noltz. Maquoketa has a Leader in Me program based on the Seven Habits of Highly Effective People book.  We discussed the possibility of incorporating Individual Excellence into this program. 
Met with Collins Aerospace, the Buzz, Off Shore, Ensign and 5th Avenue Flats.  Common theme across all businesses is a need for more employees.  All are happy with their location and their current employees.  They just need more.  In addition, the winter is always challenging, but even moreso since Covid, for the restaurants and service industries. 
Maquoketa Devenish Nutrition. 

Board roles and responsibilities - At the Heartland Development Training in May, one of the many items of discussion was the roles and responsibilities of our Board Members.   Attached is a sample chart of the roles of the board as compared to the roles of the staff.  They offered a strategy whereby board meetings should include a very brief update along with a comprehensive written update and that most of the time should be spent on strategy, goals, gaining expertise and knowledge that each board member brings to the table, etc.  That each board member should have a purpose and offer a resource to the board that others may not be able to offer.  To that end, discussion is on the agenda to review this strategy and determine your preference moving forward.

EOC – FEMA Grant 
In early July, JCEA was contacted to assist with some additional information that was required in follow-up to an appropriation that was granted to Jackson County for their Emergency Operations Center.   Basically the funds are earmarked; however, the project is still required to meet FEMA and Federal Grant requirements.  The project is this: In March of 2022, residents in Jackson County, Iowa passed a $5.9 M bond referendum for the construction of a new jail in Maquoketa.  60% was needed to pass. The vote received 71.3% approval.  The Jackson County jail project consists of 30 beds with room for future expansion as well as at least eight inmate separation classifications as set forth by federal law.  The total project cost is $6.2M. With the use of these grant funds, the training room included in the original jail project, can be converted into an Emergency Operations Center (EOC). The County's existing fund balances will cover the gap from the original $6.2M and the $5.9 bond issue which will also include a 46% match in the amount of $120,903.  The original funding for the training room will be used to supplement this grant for the development of an EOC.  In March of 2022, residents in Jackson County, Iowa passed a $5.9 M bond referendum for the construction of a new jail in Maquoketa.  60% was needed to pass. The vote received 71.3% approval.  The Jackson County jail project consists of 30 beds with room for future expansion as well as at least eight inmate separation classifications as set forth by federal law. Over the course of the last two months, there have been numerous emails going back with forth with requests for additional information and clarification on the actual requirements. Supervisor Steines contacted Congresswoman Ashley  Hinson’s office ( who was instrumental in receiving the appropriation on behalf of Jackson County) to obtain additional assistance when it looked like the project was going to stall out because of Davis-Bacon requirements.  As it turns out, Davis-Bacon is not required for this project.  Although there is an additional EHP report and assessment  (Environmental, Historic and Preservation guidance) required for this project. At least to date, everything has been submitted to FEMA that we are aware of.  Hours and hours with almost 100 e-mails were reviewed and addressed in response to their requests.  Tara Down with the Iowa Dept of Homeland Security, John Hansen, the contractor, Zach D with Congresswoman Hinson’s office, Lyn Medinger, Supervisor Steines and I were all heavily involved in this process.  It is our hope that FEMA will now have the information needed to award Jackson Co their appropriated funds for the EOC.

October presented itself with the state of IOWA requesting that their grant application be completed.  Although the state is not granting any funding towards this project, they are still the pass-through; therefore, they must concur that this project will meet all the applicable standards and can qualify for funding.  Happy, Happy, Joy, Joy – as more paperwork was completed.   On November 3, we received notification from Iowa Homeland Security that we had received an award letter for consideration and execution. When I asked if this meant that the project was a go and everything was complete, the response was that yes, it is awarded but it is still contingent upon receiving environmental review and approval from both FEMA and SHPO.  Tara said FEMA has completed their review and have forwarded it on to SHPO.  SHPO has 30 days to review and then if they have any additional questions, they will consider that information and then have another 30 days to review…………  and the beat goes on!!  (Anybody old enough to remember that song or are even reading this by now…? :[) ) 

Well I am just going to make a really long story, pretty short.  SHPO came back and said we needed a complete EHP completed.  That means that all construction has to come to a halt. AND, that’s not happening so the decision was made to shift to an equipment only grant application.   We are currently in the process of compiling that information and rewriting the entire grant. 

After several more hours, another application was submitted to Homeland Security and forwarded to FEMA on 03/07/2023

After several other revisions, a final document was submitted in April followed by a request from the State of Iowa to complete their application.   On April 30, 2023 it was announced that the grant was approved. 

LEGISLATIVE MEETINGS:
Meeting with State Senator Chris Cournoyer and House Representative Norlin Mommsen - Community leaders had the opportunity to host our elected state officials in Maquoketa yesterday.  Leaders from Innovate 120, Maquoketa Art Experience, Jackson County Economic Alliance, the City of Maquoketa and the Maquoketa Area Chamber of Commerce spent the morning and lunch with State Senator Chris Cournoyer and House Representative Norlin Mommsen.  The City of Maquoketa will be part of the districts represented by Cournoyer and Mommsen effective   January of 2023. This was the first time for the elected officials to visit Innovate 120 and the Maquoketa Art Experience.  State funding has played an integral part in many of the street and downtown renovation projects and the importance of that funding was emphasized by city leadership. Both state officials were encouraged by the visit and look forward to working with and representing Maquoketa in their new district.  
JCEA is meeting with Rachael Anderson who is the District Representative Congresswoman Mariannette Miller-Meeks on February 08, 2023.  She is meeting to find out more about our opportunities and challenges.  As well, we are going to discuss how to get Congressional earmarks for projects.   Met with Rachael and shared the workforce challenges, daycare challenges, Individual Excellence program, frustration behind some of the grant funding requirements, successes and finished projects.  We also talked extensively about the COMMUNITY PROJECT FUNDING – and the need to be able to plan for this every year.  If they could give us a notice in late Fall that funds MAY be available and we could/should get our projects in ready to be able to apply for this funding.  The requirements are extensive and are not something we can just put together in a few weeks which is the notice we received last time.  We did check with cities but they didn’t have anything ready.  That being said, there are a lot of things on the wish list that we could have pursued had we been able to meet their requirements.  This will also be something to focus on for 2023.   This app gives an overview of everything that would be required.  ALSO – keeping in mind that these are Federal funds so would still need to meet all of the EHP requirements as well.

- Publicly owned entities (e.g. ports, universities, PUDs, etc.)
- Certain non-profit entities with a quasi-governmental purpose (e.g. Special Districts)
- Non-profit organizations

Please note:
- No funds can be used by For-Profit recipients.
- Each project is funded only for Fiscal Year 2024.
- Congresswoman Miller-Meeks and her family cannot have any financial interests in the proposed project.
- Congresswoman Miller-Meeks can only submit 15 Community Project Funding requests.
- Any required matching funding must be available for each project from the state/local government. (Note: This
  does not mean that matching funds must be in-hand prior to requesting a project, but that local officials
  must have a plan to meet such requirements in order for such a project to be viable.)

In the interest of transparency, all Members of Congress are required to post all Community Project Funding requests that are made to the committee on their website. The posting must include the name of the proposed recipient, the address, the amount of the request, and an explanation of the purpose and justification for the use of taxpayer funds.

The Government Accountability Office (GAO) will conduct an independent audit of a sample of enacted projects and report its findings to Congress. Applicants may be subject to the GAO audit if the project receives funding.

In summary, JCEA partners with ECIA, the County, the 13 cities,  the chambers, service organizations and most of the business and industries in Jackson County. In addition, we have partnered with other counties, with several state organizations, University of Iowa and Iowa State University.  
Through all of our partnerships, all of the successes are a result of the collective energy, passion and diligence of each and every one of us who has the common desire of making a difference in the area where we choose to work and to live life.  
In order to keep up with the cultural changes that are challenging the viability of our communities, we need to be able to step outside of everything we have already learned and be open to new ideas.  We also need to keep from eliminating those ideas that just seem to be too big, unrealistic or unattainable.  For if there is anything the last century has taught us, that is that nothing is impossible AND we cannot take anything for granted.  
Here at JCEA we have been looking for ways to think outside of the box on how to reverse the desire of people to move out of Jackson County.  How to address the workforce challenges and the Brain health challenges.  As we have been brainstorming, we have come up with a new strategy called INDIVIDUAL EXCELLENCE.
Individual excellence is reinforcing and accepting that everyone has different talents and abilities therefore if any one person is pursuing excellence in their individual talents and abilities, they should be respected and accepted for this pursuit of excellence.
Think about how there is so much emphasis on inclusivity. Accept all cultures. Be tolerant of all customs. Accept a person’s sexual orientation.  Accept a person’s religious preference.  Accept a person’s political choices.  But, in reality, we really don’t accept anyone for who they are.  We judge everyone. Society defines success based on educational successes, job titles, annual incomes, the size of the houses we live in and the kind of cars we drive.   We aren’t defined by who and how we are as a person.  We are defined by what we do and how much money we make. 
According to Nick Smarrelli, CEO at Gadellnet Consulting Services  67% of workers seek a job with inclusivity and diversity.  Why?  Because an inclusive and diverse work environment means an overall higher acceptance rate of any personality that is outside the norm, whatever that may be.
Ultimately, the success of our businesses, industries, and rural communities here in Jackson County depend on a change in our mindsets.  Our hometowns offer hundreds of opportunities for success if we redefine the way we often think about success.  
We all agree that everyone has different skills and abilities. We are all unique and we all have something to offer.  Some people can sit still all day doing the same thing, others need variety. Some people cannot focus if you give them multiple things to do or a busy work environment.  Some people seek challenges while others don’t want the stress. Every job, every position, every opportunity is best matches with a unique set of personal characteristics, talents, and abilities.  If we recognize that and respect that, we can start to eliminate the cultural biases that exist. In reality there is a place for everyone, and we need people to be willing and able to be in every place. 
When we start at a young age, give our kids opportunities to explore and cultivate their unique talents and abilities, and then reinforce and encourage their growth and development, and stop pushing the traditional definitions of success, the end result is a person who feels respected and valued for who they are.  When we define excellence within the confines of each individual person and not as a competition, that person feels respected and valued for who they are.  When we eliminate the stress and expectation that comes from society’s traditional definitions of success, we have people who are less likely to suffer from stress, anxiety, and depression. As a result, people are less likely to hurt themselves or choose suicide.  If we feel that we are valued, we want to live and pursue our own excellence.
How do we start?  We start young and we partner with the schools. Schools are already offering school to work and individualized career paths. We build upon that with an overall culture that shows the opportunities and highlights the successes and opportunities in Jackson Co. We are not anti-higher education or making a lot of money, we are just focusing on individual excellence and wherever that takes a person in their career journeys.   
We start with young kids and their parents. We focus on encouraging kids to be the best of themselves. We work to eliminate the stigma that any job has and focus on the reality that not everyone is best able to perform all jobs.  We encourage excellence without encouraging a specific path.  
We develop a survey and then track progress 5th grade, 11th grade and then post-graduation.   The survey will ask for children’s interests as well as parental viewpoints.  We will also seek grant opportunities to measure the culture in Jackson Co. 
For those who choose to continue their education, we develop a program in cooperation with the schools and our employers. We send multiple emails per year reinforcing the benefits and opportunities of living in Jackson County.  Employers keep their employment needs updated to make it easier for those attending post-secondary education whether it be college or trade schools to know what the opportunities are here.  We make it easy for those young men and women to come back to live and work here.
We also survey the young men and women who joined the workforce at a younger age.  If they are not living in Jackson County, we again, reinforce all the advantages of living here along with the job opportunities here.  
As we gather data, we will adjust our strategies until we have a higher success rate.  Ultimately, our success is going to be defined by the number of people who feel valued for their choices in pursuing their own excellence.  Here in Jackson County, we will also measure the change in our culture to determine if we are truly changing the mindset that a person’s success is based on what they do versus how they do what they do and who they are as a person.  
Of course, none of this is unique to Jackson County nor is it unique to this time and place in history.  I do think that as we push inclusivity and diversity, we can expand that to be all encompassing.  Individual acceptance is the key to change. Individual excellence is the key to success. Don’t we all want to feel accepted, valued and that we are the very best versions of ourselves?  I challenge you to find your individual excellence and encourage it in others. Let’s bring about the best in ourselves, and the best in each other. What does JCEA do? We bring about the best in ourselves, the best in each other and the best in Jackson County.  Thank you!  
GRANT OPPORTUNITIES -   We have had several inquiries about grants for small businesses, woman businesses or grants to help with the sustainability of small businesses.  There were a few grants earlier this year that were CDBG-CV grants to help micro-enterprises, public facilities, and facades to name those applicable to businesses; however, we have not seen any that will actually help with the operations of the businesses unless they are daycares.  In general, grants seem to be more focused on providing funds for long term investments such as structural components and not operational funding. 
FRT Grant – Federal Recreational Trails Program – I apologize that I haven’t included this in a previous report and I don’t know how Ben did not remind me. Ben coordinated with the city of Maquoketa and the Jackson County Conservation Board on making a dual application to the Federal Recreational Trails Program and providing for a maintenance agreement upon completion of the project.  It was a $561,755.15 grant application with a local match of $112,351.  This grant would have worked with the local match being from the Destination Iowa Grants funds, Friends of Jackson County Conservation Trail Funds and REAP funds.  We did receive notice that this application was not approved because of a very competitive field of applicants. Feedback was received to assist in the likelihood of receiving higher scores in the future. 
Brownfields   - Ben and I are also directing our focus on the economic opportunities that the conversion of Brownfield properties can provide to the County.  We met with Dawn Danielsen with ECIA. Dawn is the Development Coordinator and Brownfields Project Manager.  She has an avid interest and expertise in the redevelopment of Brownfield areas.   Kelley has mentioned in the meeting with the Mayors that this is something she would like all of the towns to be aware of and to be able to take advantage of some programs that can assist with Brownfield areas.  Kelley and Ben also attended a Brownfields training this last summer in Coralville.  We have agreed to be one of the coalition members/partners in the new assessment grant that ECIA is applying for.  Just to give you a little more information about Brownfields, this was taken from ECIA’s website.  What are Brownfields?
A brownfield is: a property of which the expansion, redevelopment, or reuse of may be complicated by the presence or potential presence of a hazardous substance, pollutant, or contaminant. Brownfields are generally abandoned, idle or underused properties, or vacant land where a facility once stood. Often times these properties are considered “blight”.  Examples include:
· Former gas stations
· Former dry cleaners
· Factories
· Warehouses
· Salvage yards
· Mills
· Abandoned railroads
· Bulk oil plants
· Automotive repair shops
Residential land can also be considered brownfields if they meet the definition of above. This is generally the case with vacant properties where redevelopment is planned and there is the perception that the former occupant used or stored hazardous or petroleum products. “Methfields”, properties contaminated by controlled substances such as in the case of meth labs, is also considered a residential example of a brownfield.
Cleanup and reinvestment in these properties has multiple positive effects including reducing blight, returning land to productive use, increasing tax base, protecting human health, protecting the environment, taking development pressures off green and agricultural space, and revitalizing distressed neighborhoods.

OTHER ITEMS OF INTEREST. 
This is random – but I liked it.  When we are in the heat of the debate and trying to make a difference, we should always remember, "Advocates who burn bridges lose the opportunity to stay in the game. So take a deep breath, focus on what’s next, and we can still make a difference."
Welcome U – Dyersville Campus is similar to the Distinctly Dubuque Program . Maquoketa Chamber Executive Director Kristi Carr contact me and wanted my thoughts on this.  This is the premise: 
Dyersville Economic Development Corporation and the Dyersville Area Chamber of Commerce are
teaming up to create Welcome U – Dyersville Campus.
This program will immerse new employees and residents in Dyersville information. They will learn
everything from how to play one of the area’s new favorite activities – pickleball – to where to take yard
clippings for compost. Our goal is that the newcomers will learn about the area, make connections and
feel at home for years to come.
To begin, we are looking for employers that would select their new employees (or employees that have
moved to the area recently) and offer them a Scholarship to send them through the program. We feel
that a $100 investment in this employee will keep them active in the community and in your workforce
for years to come!
After I reviewed the information, I was very excited about the opportunity to incorporate this (or at least have one session) that expands the information to include all of Jackson County and potentially include topics like soft skills in the workplace as well.  

GREAT RIVER ROAD –  last winter I attended a Zoom meeting regarding the Mississippi Great River Road.  I attended more out of curiosity than anything else.  While I was on the meeting, one of the representatives for our area, Paula Meyer, had FB messaged me for more information.  It’s a long story but there is some information they would like to receive from a museum in Bellevue.  I was contacted just this week and asked to determine if there are possibilities for obtaining some of this information for the group.  They are specifically interested in Pike’s Exhibition on the Mississippi.  For the history buffs,  it is said that Pike should be a revered as Louis and Clark for his explorations on the Mississippi River.

COMMUNITY CATALYST  
BUILDING REMEDIATION PROGRAM


261-45.1(15) Purpose.  Pursuant to Iowa Code sections 15.231 and 15.106A, the authority is directed to 


establish a community catalyst building remediation program fund for the purpose of providing grants to cities 


for the remediation or redevelopment of underutilized buildings. The authority shall administer the fund in a 


manner to make grant moneys annually available to cities for the purposes of this chapter.


PROGRAM DEFINITION
Through the Community Catalyst Building Remediation 


Program, the Iowa Economic Development Authority 


(IEDA) will provide grants to communities for the 


redevelopment, rehabilitation or deconstruction of 


buildings to stimulate economic growth or reinvestment 


in the community. Strong applications will show 


the potential of catalytic economic growth in the 


community; improve appearances and safety; make 


use of underutilized property, exhibit appropriate design 


standards; and be well-funded. Economic growth may 


include the creation of additional jobs, growth of new or 


existing businesses, development of new housing units, 


increase property values or potential population growth.

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Introduction 
The Grant Wood Mississippi River Region (GWMRR) is a multi-jurisdictional, bi-


partisan, public-private partnership intended to create exceptional places and experiences 


for Iowans and visitors alike. This collaboration, Iowa’s first Parks to People initiative, is 


working together to erase the boundaries and “enhance, promote, sustain, and connect” 


the region’s cultural, natural, and park assets. The region encompasses a three-county 


area now known as the Grant Wood Loop. 


Grant Wood Loop 
The Grant Wood Loop encompasses Dubuque, Jackson, and Jones counties and a 


population of just under 140,000. Our natural resources and thriving arts communities 


provide a perfect canvas for investing in our people, parks, and future. Town after town, 


park after park, offer the kind of experience that give residents and visitors alike the 


opportunity to connect with the outdoors, connect to friends and family, and create 


memories that will last a lifetime.  


At the convergence of the Paleozoic Plateau, the Iowa Surface, and the Southern Iowa 


Drift Plain, the region is a rarity, boasting carved river valleys, majestic limestone bluffs 


and rolling hills historically dominated by prairie and timber. This diverse terrain has led 


directly to a region of rivers. The Mississippi, Maquoketa and Wapsipinicon Rivers come 


first to mind, but waterways dominate the landscape. Today, the ancient natural 


formations exist side by side with modern rural agriculture and river towns. These idyllic 


landscapes were the inspiration for many of Grant Wood’s greatest works. 


The region boasts a wealth of assets and opportunities for a collaborative effort to 


connect parks to people and places: unique and ancient land formations; 4,390 miles of 


waterways; four state parks, 50+ county parks and scores of city parks ranging in scale 


from regional to pocket parks; and innumerable cultural and arts events and facilities. 


Throughout the plan, these assets are discussed in the context of potential opportunities 


to expand and improve upon their existing qualities. 


Purpose of the Plan 
The Grant Wood Loop Master Plan (GWLMP) is not a land use, operating, or capital 


improvement plan for any individual entity or facility. It is a roadmap and living 


document for collaboration toward a shared vision within the region to enact over the 


next 20 years. The Master Plan is both a guide for the sustaining stakeholders and a 


resource for residents and visitors. The Master Plan’s purpose is to establish and 


implement an ambitious vision of connecting people to their communities and to each 


other through parks, trails, quality-of-life assets, and healthy living programming. We 


consider not just natural resources, but also the built environment; not just economics, 


but also public health; not just social gathering spaces, but also cultural events and assets.  


The Master Plan reflects these values through established strategic directions and 


identified priority initiatives. 


What (and Who) is Parks to People? 
In 2014, a group consisting of Governor Branstad’s Green Ribbon Commission, the 


Iowa Department of Natural Resources, and the Iowa Parks Foundation released the 


Parks to People Plan. The plan looked ahead to the year 2020—the 100th anniversary of 


the state park system—and emphasizing connectivity and sustainable funding sources to 


create a premier park system. In preparation for release of the plan and the start of its 


implementation, Governor Branstad and the Iowa Legislature set aside $2 million for a 


pilot project. 


In late summer 2014, the Parks to People selection committee toured potential pilot 


regions. In September of 2014, the Governor announced that the Grant Wood 


Mississippi River Region (consisting of Jones, Jackson and Dubuque counties) had been 


selected as the first Parks to People region. After being selected as the pilot region, 


stakeholders involved in the initial application and tour formed the Leadership Team.  


With guidance from the Iowa Parks Foundation and RDG Planning and Design, the 


Leadership Team laid out a process to create a Grant Wood Loop Master Plan 


(GWLMP) and to establish mechanisms for implementing the plan with the allocated 


$1.9 million and 5:1 local match. Development of the plan included many partners and 


stakeholders, and implementation would require many more.

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Strategic Framework  
As part of the planning process for the original Master Plan, the Stakeholder Group 


held several sessions to develop a strategic direction for GWMRR as an organization 


as well as for implementation of Grant Wood Loop projects. Mission, vision and 


strategic directions were developed that encompass where the region wants to be in 


20+ years. These strategic directions included potential early wins and indicators of 


success. Every project and initiative identified in this plan ties back to these strategic 


directions. 


Mission: To enhance, promote, sustain, and connect our region’s cultural, natural 


and park and other recreation assets. 


Vision: Our vision for the Grant Wood Loop is that the residents of the region and 


the visiting public will… Engage. Reflect. Return. Whether you paddle, pedal, stride, 


ride or rest, our region has developed a national model of public-private partnership, 


inviting all to find their personal meaning and lasting memories with connections to: 


• Dramatic, timeless landscapes 


• Inspiring parks and pathways 


• Rivers, creeks and lakes  


• Arts, culture and history 


• Historic communities and places 


• Local food and agriculture 


• Interpretive, educational and recreational programs for all ages 


Through this master plan update the GWMRR Board is reaffirming its commitment 


to the mission and vision established in the original Grant Wood Loop Master Plan. 


The region will continue to strive to achieve its vision for the future by working to 


implement the projects identified in the original master plan and by continuing to 


advocate for baseline sustainable funding for our parks system, stewardship of our 


natural and cultural resources, and inclusion of healthy parks and healthy people in 


infrastructure development.

2022 Master Plan Update 
What began as a vision for Iowa’s parks, has been realized in the Grant Wood Loop 


region through the hard work and dedication of the region’s partners and the 


implementation of the GWLMP.  Communities in the region matched the State of Iowa’s 


initial $1.9 million investment into the Grant Wood Loop Region, not by the required 5:1 


ratio, but over 10:1 with more than $54 million dollars invested in 32 projects throughout 


the region. 


Planning and Implementation 
Looking back, we can certainly say that the State of Iowa’s investment in the Grant 


Wood Loop region was an overwhelming success based on the amount of leveraged 


dollars that were invested in to the region and based on the positive effect the resulting 


projects have had on communities.  As the initiative started in 2015, there were some 


doubts about the region’s ability to meet the 5:1 match requirement and to have all the 


Parks to People grant funds the funds obligated within two years.  


The region was able to meet the grant funding timeline and exceed the local match target 


by developing the master plan that identified the region’s most immediate needs and 


shovel-ready projects.  The planning process consisted of one year of planning and 


discovery to identify the region’s brand, obtain public input, and develop a list of priority 


projects throughout the region. Leveraging funds with local dollars or other grant 


programs was critical to completing projects within the two-year window. 


The Region owes its success to a project tracking and implementation process that 


ensured projects would be completed on time.  With two years to disburse $1.9 million 


across three counties, the project list was constantly a moving target. Projects were added 


or removed from the list based on project readiness and funding availability.  


While the project has been a success overall, there were some setbacks that prevented the 


region from achieving all of its goals and objectives and implementing all of its priority 


projects.  Projects had to be removed from the original project list because funding 


sources fell through or delays would prevent the project from being completed before 


the deadline.  Public support of a project waivered.  Permitting of projects would exceed 


the deadline.  None of this deterred the GWMRR from completing their commitment to 


the State of Iowa and the Iowa Park Foundation.   


Through this update, the GWMRR Board will address unmet needs and opportunity 


projects and revitalize the regional implementation process the identifying a new slate of 


exciting projects that communities can work together to find funding for and implement.

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Lessons Learned 
Through this process we have learned that the Parks to People designation and the $1.9 


million state investment into the region was a very effective motivating factor that 


brought the region together to accomplish shared goals.  Now that those dollars are 


invested and the initial list of developments has been completed where does the Grant 


Wood Loop go next? That is the $1.9 million dollar question! 


This experience has also taught us the 5:1 minimum match was not only obtainable but 


our local investment far exceeded initial expectations for this program. We proved the 


Parks to People pilot program was successful and could be implemented in other areas of 


the state. We know what brings all of the agencies and partners together is the 


opportunity to make a difference in your local community. The Parks to People initiative 


did just that in the Grant Wood Loop. 


We have learned what can be accomplished when we work together for our own 


community and our neighbors to improve outdoor recreation opportunities in our three 


counties. We believe we can replicate the success of the original Master Plan. 


The Success Story 
This update to the Grant Wood Loop Master Plan has two primary objectives 1) tell the 


region’s success story by recapping the GWMRR Board’s key activities and listing the 


projects completed as a result of the original master plan and 2) identify a new list of 


priorities, projects, and future initiatives that can help move the region closer to the 


Master Plan’s vision for the future.   


Branding and Marketing 
Grant Wood Loop has made many strides in branding itself as a region made for 


exploration. Taking inspiration from the local geography, culture, and connectivity, the 


name ‘Grant Wood Loop’ was established in 2015 along with a branding system. This 


system included a logo, color scheme, typography, and other branding elements that 


created a persona centered in nature, outdoors, and culture. Since this endeavor, an 


interactive website with robust mapping has been developed along with signage, social 


media platforms, advertising, and more. Most recently in 2022, a seasonal marketing 


campaign was launched to help inspire individuals to connect with and explore the 


beautiful landscapes of the Grant Wood Loop.

Hometown Pride 
The GWMRR began with idea of bringing people together to work towards achieving a 


common vision.  Partnerships formed the foundation of the original Master Plan and 


have been integral to the organization’s accomplishments.  In the years since the original 


Master Plan was adopted, GWMRR has worked to strengthen relationships among its 


members and to identify new opportunities for collaboration.   


Soon after the Master Plan was adopted, the GWMRR formed a key partnership with 


Keep Iowa Beautiful (KIB), a statewide nonprofit organization, that was established in 


2000 by former Iowa Governor Robert D. Ray and Donald F. Lamberti, founder and 


retired chairman of Casey’s. The two envisioned a program that would enhance the 


image and appearance of the countryside and Iowa communities by improving their 


economic health and cultural vitality. KIB created the Hometown Pride program in 2012 


as an effort to improve the appearance of, and encourage a sense of pride in, Iowa’s 


communities.  


The mission of the five-year Hometown Pride program is to build capacity in 


communities through coaching.  Between 2017 and 2022, East Central 


Intergovernmental Association and Jackson County Economic Alliance staff coached 


communities in Dubuque, Jackson and Jones counties in collaboration with the 


GWMRR Board.  Community coaches helped guide communities in volunteer 


recruitment, meeting facilitation, project planning, fundraising, grant writing, and project 


management.  This assistance has helped local champions in towns across the region 


complete some of their community’s top priority projects.  Communities in the three 


GWMRR counties have completed their first five-year term in the Hometown Pride 


program, and a new collection of area communities, comprised of existing and new 


Hometown Pride members, have reached an agreement with KIB to extend the 


partnership for an additional five years  


Project Updates 
As the initial planning process began for the Grant Wood Loop, the region was divided 


into three priority initiatives. Under those priority initiatives there were multiple projects 


listed as either priority or opportunity projects to be accomplished within the set 


timeline. Those priority initiatives included: Mississippi Circuit, Prairie Creek 


Connections, and Crossing the Wapsi: Bridging History. As the process evolved and 


funding opportunities either presented or dissolved those priority initiatives moved 


forward or were replaced with opportunity projects on the list.

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Future Priorities and Projects 
Communities in the Grant Wood Loop region were able to complete the region’s top 


priority park and recreation projects through the Grant Wood Loop Master Plan.  With 


the initial set of projects completed, the GWMRR Board has collected input from its 


partners in the region and has identified additional priorities and projects that will 


continue to move the Region closer to its vision for the future.   


As with the original, the updated Master Plan is a plan for the whole region. The Master 


Plan is meant to highlight the region’s assets, identify our opportunities as a community, 


and advocate for and support the effort of all groups in the region who are working on 


connecting people to each other and to great spaces and great experiences. The Master 


Plan is a collection of projects and initiatives. The Region must work together across 


jurisdictions to implement the shared vision and bring new and expanded opportunities 


to our communities.  


The GWMRR Board created the list of Future Priorities on the right to help guide 


project implementation.  The list outlines the general objectives that the group hopes to 


achieve through the implementation of the projects listed in this Master Plan.   


In addition to addressing its future priorities and implementing specific projects, the 


region will also continue working on lasting legacy efforts. This includes advocating for 


sustainable and reliable funding for parks, recreation, and natural and cultural resources. 


It is especially imperative that those passionate about the vision demand resources to 


bring our current infrastructure up to standards, and for its continued maintenance. The 


group will also focus on developing a brand, marketing the region, connecting assets and 


events to a regional identity and developing coordinated cultural arts programming.

Expand programming in and around parks and trails including 


natural resource education, nature and cultural interpretation, 


and outdoor recreation.   


Expand marketing of outdoor recreational parks and assets that 


also incorporates experiential tourism and ecotourism efforts.

Reforest areas and cities devasted by storms and pests such as 


the derecho and Emerald Ash Borer. 


Promote outdoor recreation and parks friends groups to grow 


the base of advocates and volunteers for natural resources and 


programming. 


Preserve and/or acquire unique natural, cultural, and 


recreational assets of the region, especially those containing 


sensitive environmental spaces. 


Preserve and/or acquire areas affected by creeks and rivers and 


by weather, rain, and flood events to increase resiliency and 


decrease devastation. 


Promote the relationship between outdoor spaces and public 


health, especially brain health. 


Preserve and/or acquire unique areas related to the Mississippi 


River Corridor.
